     This 4th Sunday of Easter is always 
Good Shepherd Sunday, we hear pro-
claimed one of the Gospel passages of 
the Good Shepherd.  This familiar im-
age of Jesus is reassuring in times of 
distress as well as in times of blessing.  
At this moment in history I imagine 
most of us look to the image of the 
Good Shepherd with hope and a re-
minder that the Lord is with us.   

     Psalm 23, the Responsorial Psalm 
today, is one of trust.  This trust leads 
us through the dark valley with courage 
given from the Lord to a place of being 
filled with good things.  It perfectly fits 
our present situation. 

     Navy officers wear a symbol of 
their rank as well as their specialty.  
So, an aviator has a set of wings on the 
uniform for instance.  Supply officers, 
JAG Corps, Doctors, Dentist, Medical 
Admin, Nurses, and so on.  Chaplains 
wear these insignia as well, for a Chris-
tian Chaplain it is a cross, the tablets 
for a Jewish Chaplain, a Crescent for a 
Muslim Chaplin.  When the first insig-
nia for the Navy Chaplain Corps was 
designed it was a Shepherdôs staff or 
crook.  The symbolism of course is still 
there.   

     Not only look to the Lord as our 
Shepherd but also pray for those who 
are called to be Shepherds in our 
Church.  We realize not every one has 
lead well but Shepherds are worth 
praying for.   

     Also remember that you parents, 
grandparents, godparents, aunts, un-
cles, older siblings and cousins all have 
a bit of a role as Shepherds.  Listen to 
the voice of the true Shepherd.
