big push these days for family catechesis which makes so
much sense. A child should not be learning the faith in a
vacuum, not if there is to be any real integration of it. Fam-
ily catechesis promotes dialogue between parent and child
about the Lord, about what we believe as Catholics and how
we live it.

The church has been re-configured to allow for a
maximum of 200 people which became effective on Thurs-
day. We are allowed to use every other pew but the 6 feet
of distance must be maintained between individuals or fam-
ily units within a pew. If the positivity rate in the town /city
exceeds 5%, then churches must reduce capacity to 100
people. Right now, the percentage here in Danbury is hov-
ering right around 5%. We went ahead with the updated
seating plan even if we might have to remain at 100. As
our number of attendees has risen, getting up to 80+ at
some Masses, it has been difficult for us to seat everyone
because the majority of us who have returned are single or
couples. If you plan to attend Mass, it would be a tremen-
dous help to us if you made a reservation via our website or
by phoning the office. The check-in would go faster, and
we can anticipate the seating. Thank you!
