Finance council minutes  
July 17th meeting – CEO Dan, from D&M Roofing & Siding Company of Fargo, as well as 
Earl, from the diocese, were on hand to explain in detail & answer questions about the proposed 
re-roof project. Because trustee, Jim Bitz, was not at the meeting to vote, the vote was tabled until 
the meeting on July 22nd.  Fr. was asked by the board to contact Tom Astrup, CEO of Crystal 
Sugar, about questions the board wanted answered on this new Duro Last Roof.  Posters & tickets 
for corn feed were discussed, as well as our Godôs Gift Appeal update was given.  
 
July 22nd meeting -  After the July 17th meeting, the board & Fr. did further research on D&M 
Roofing & Siding Company of Fargo, as well as the proposed Durolast roofing product. Tom 
gave their roofs and Danôs work an excellent accreditation. After further discussion, Schumacher 
moved to hire D&M Roofing & Siding Company to do required roof work at a cost of $231,600. 
Schwartzenberger seconded the motion. It passed unanimously. The board discussed how to pro-
ceed with fundraising efforts, as well as how to prepare a question & answer sheet so that the par-
ish has a better understanding. Bitz moved to pay MBA (architects for roofing project)as per in-
voice in the amount of $15,300 which is for the pre-construction phase services. Wirt seconded 
the motion, & the motion carried. Updates were offered on upcoming corn feed Aug. 24.
