Dear Friends,

As we continue our “Something Beautiful
For God” campaign receptions, I am gratified by the
thoughtful questions folks have raised about the
design, construction costs, and the questions regarding
the materials to be used versus the economics of it
all. The concern for good stewardship is so clear in the
questions and concerns people have about the design
and the costs associated with construction. Once
again, [ will say to all of you that these questions will
continue to be addressed and answered at each of the
meetings. At the end of the day, we will embark on a
project that will have as thoughtfully addressed your
questions as they have been asked.

I want to share with you a portion of an
article that was passed on to me the other day
regarding the rebuilding of the Cathedral at Notre
Dame in Paris. This one little nugget caught my eye.
It is by a columnist named Jennifer Fitz: “Could we
worship just as well in an empty gravel lot? Perhaps.
But, weak soul that I am, I have never once walked
into a Catholic church of any size or description and
thought to myself, “Curse those wretches who so
selfishly paid for this!” When I walk into a parish, any
parish, I am the recipient of the funders’ generosity.
And if you could only see how desperately sinful my
soul is, you’d understand there are a whole lot worse
ways to spend your money than building wretches like
me an architectural nudge towards the grace of
God.” A bit dramatic to be sure, however, as the song
goes, “Let us build a house where love can dwell and
all can safely live.”

Happy Mother’s Day! The late humorist
Erma Bombeck, the like of whom I am not sure exists
today, made this observation from one Mother’s Day
celebration that she heard from her bed room as she got
ready for breakfast in bed: Later in the day, after you
have decided it’s easier to move to a new house than
clean the kitchen, you return to your bed, where, if
you’re wise, you’ll reflect on this day. For the first
time, your children will have given instead of received.
..... And they have presented you with the greatest gift
people can give: themselves. ....There will be other
Mother’s Days but not one of them will ever measure
up to the sound of your children in the kitchen on
Mother’s Day whispering: “Don’t you dare bleed on
Mom’s breakfast!”

To all Mothers for whom this day may be
tinged with sorrow instead of joy, for those who have
suffered the loss of their mother in death, illness, or in
a broken relationship, be aware of the enormous love
the Mother of God has for us. Mother Mary
understands us in way no one else can. This is not
some pious platitude, but the reality of someone who,
too, was a child, a mother, and then a mother with love
beyond all telling. Listen to her. Peace, Fr. Michael
