         What's wrong with Jesus?  
 
ñI have come to set the earth on fire, and how I wish it were already blazing! Do 
you think that I have come to establish peace on the earth? No, I tell you, but ra-
ther division.ò This is not good! This is wrong!  
 
Let's focus on His words ñto set the earth on fire.ò  The prophet Malachi says:  
ñWho can bear the day of His coming and remain standing when He appears? 
For He will be like fire in the foundry and like the lye used for bleaching...ò  Fire 
is used to refine and purify metals from impurities. Jesus comes to purify our 
lives. He cleanses us from sin and evil. He is testing us to know where we stand. 
There is no neutral ground.  
 
Divisions in the family and in society result from the hard choices people make. 
Not all choose Jesus. By not choosing Jesus, people oppose Him and those who 
believe in Him. When we choose Jesus, we live His commandments of love, 
mercy, forgiveness, and opt for non-violence. We set aside hatred, killing, re-
venge, and indifference. When we commit ourselves to Jesus, we are ready to be 
separated from those who go against Him, even if they are close to our hearts.  
 
Such divisions are extremely regrettable, something we should all deeply de-
plore. However, they do have bright side. They show that some people are deadly 
serious about their commitment to God and to what they believe to be the truth. 
Such people are ready to sacrifice any relationship, if necessary, so as to remain 
faithful to God. Christ expects such dedication from every one of His followers. 
Jesus said very clearly:  ñWhoever loves father or mother more than Me is not 
worthy of Me, and whoever loves son or daughter more than Me is not worthy of 
Me.ò
