AROUND THE ARCHDIOCESE

e A Note on the COVID-19 Vaccine:
Throughout the past few weeks, there have been many conversations within
the Catholic community about the safety and morality of COVID-19 vaccines.
The Archdiocese of Washington supports and affirms the statement published
on March 2, 2021 by the USCCB, which states: “given the world-wide suffering
that this pandemic is causing, we affirm again that being vaccinated can be an
act of charity that serves the common good.”

A December 2020 statement from the Congregation for the Doctrine of the
Faith clarifies that “when ethically irreproachable Covid-19 vaccines are not
available...it is morally acceptable to receive Covid-19 vaccines that have used
cell lines from aborted fetuses in their research and production process.”

e On Saturday, March 20, 2021, Cardinal D. Wilton Gregory, Archbishop of
Washington, will serve as the keynote speaker and join Bishop Michael F.
Burbidge of Arlington at a conference entitled “Open Wide Our Hearts: The
Enduring Call to Love.”

The conference, named after the United States Conference of Catholic
Bishops’ 2018 pastoral letter responding to racism __, is hosted by the
Diocese of Arlington’s Peace and Justice Commission and will be held at the
Church of the Nativity in Burke, VA. Presenters will take an honest look at
racism in our communities and discuss how Catholics should respond.

Prior to his keynote address at 7:00 pm, Cardinal Gregory will celebrate Mass
in the church at 5:00 pm. Limited registration for safe social distancing in-
person is already at capacity; however, interested individuals are invited to
view the conference link via livestream on the Diocese of Arlington's YouTube
channel. Registration is not needed for the livestream, and more information
can be found in the Archdiocese of Washington's media advisory (2 pages)
linked below.
