Dear Fellow Parishioners: 

 

As I was preparing this article, I discovered an 

interesting fact.  The Gospel for today is used every 

year for Second Sunday of Easter, whereas most 

Sundays rotate the Gospel in three year cycles, A, B, 

and C- Matthew, Mark and Luke.  So maybe it’s a 

special Gospel, and it is, at least in one way- it’s the 

place where we get the expression “doubting Thomas.”    

 

St. Thomas is not present the first time Our Lord 

appears to the Apostles, fearfully locked away in the 

upper room.  

 

When they tell him they “have seen the Lord,” he says 

“I will not believe unless I see the mark of the nails in 

his hands...and put my hand into his side.” 

 

Now that first time Jesus appeared was very important, 

because Jesus breathed the Holy Spirit on the 

Apostles, and instituted the sacrament of reconciliation. 

He tells them “Whose sins you forgive are forgiven 

them, and whose sins you retain are retained.”  

 

By the way, that’s our answer for those who tell us, I 

don’t believe I need to confess my sins to a priest.  This 

gospel says we do. 

 

But isn’t it great to see that, as he was to Thomas, 

Jesus is merciful to us in our unbelief.  He shows the 

doubting Apostle His hands and feet and side, and 

Thomas exclaims “My Lord and my God.” 

 

One other quick note. To those who say I can’t believe 

something if it’s not in the Bible, we hear Scripture itself 

tell us today that “Jesus did many other signs in the 

presence of his disciples that are not written in this 

book.”  This is where the authority of the Church comes 

in, to explain in depth the teachings of Our Lord. 

 

As I mentioned earlier, this Gospel is rich because it 

contains so much, but the most important part of it is 

the idea of God’s mercy. 

 

Some of us have the impression that God is mean and 

vengeful, wanting to punish sin and send us to hell. 

 

Hopefully we have learned that isn’t true. This is, after 

all, Divine Mercy Sunday.  Our God is in reality merciful 

and loving. 

 

In fact, Pope Benedict said that mercy is “the very 

name of God.” In other words, God’s name is mercy.  

 

But what does mercy mean? Father Tony Kadavil 

relates the following story… 

 

The Emperor Napoleon Bonaparte was once 

approached by a woman asking him for mercy for her 

son, who was a soldier.  He was moved by her plea but 

said he could not give her son a pardon because this 

was his second major offense, and justice demanded 

that he be put to death.  The mother answered “I do not 

ask for justice, I plead for mercy.”  Then Napoleon said 

“He does not deserve mercy.”  The mother cried, “Sir, it 

would not be mercy if he deserved it, and mercy is all I 

ask for.”  The mother’s compassion and logic so moved 

the Emperor that he finally said, “Well then, I will have 

mercy.” 

 

We need to stop and think about this for a moment. If 

this battle-hardened war conqueror could be moved to 

pity by a plea for mercy, how much more will our loving 

and merciful God give us mercy if we ask for it?  And 

it’s never because we deserve it. 

 

Remember the story of the prodigal son. He had turned 

his back on his father, and squandered his share of the 

family fortune.  He didn’t deserve mercy, but the father 

forgave him anyway.  “Put a ring on his finger, and 

sandals on his feet” the father exclaims. 

 

The message for this Divine Mercy Sunday is summed 

up in the letters ABC.  A-Ask for mercy, B-Be Merciful,  

C-Completely trust in Jesus.   

 

And so I end with the prayer:  Jesus, I trust in you; have 

mercy on us and on the whole world.  Amen.

Aunque se le llama un “año”, la celebración de Amoris laetitia durará 

en realidad unos 15 meses ya que finalizará el 26 de junio de 2022 

con la décima edición del Encuentro Mundial de las Familias en Ro-

ma.
