Confession is when we tell our sins to the
priest. Penance is the action that the priest gives us to do or say to express
our gratitude for Gododos forgive
when the priest absolves us of our sins, which repairs our relationship with
God and the Church. Because reconciliation is the fruit of the sacrament,
this is the name the Church prefers for the sacrament.
