A Letter from Fr. Pablo Bonell1o 

Dear Parishioners, 

 

After the Resurrection of her Son, and especially from Pentecost, the devotion of Mary to Christ will take a          

eucharistic dimension. We are told that the disciples would get together with the Apostles in the Breaking of the Bread and 

prayers. And Mary was there. She would participate at the Masses celebrated by the Apostles, particularly St, John. 

 

At the Breaking of the Bread the Apostles would say the words of Jesus: “This is my Body”, “This is my Blood”. And the 

Lord was made present with His Body and Blood under the signs of bread and wine.  

 

St. John Paul II:  

 

What must Mary have felt as she heard from the mouth of Peter, John, James and the other Apostles the words spoken 

at the Last Supper: “This is my body which is given for you” (Lk 22:19)? The body given up for us and made present 

under sacramental signs was the same body which she had conceived in her womb! For Mary, receiving the Eucharist 

must have somehow meant welcoming once more into her womb that heart which had beat in unison with hers and   

reliving what she had experienced at the foot of the Cross. (Ecclesia de Eucharistia, 56). 

 

The Son of God took His Body and Blood from her. From her God formed the Victim of the sacrifice. On the Cross we find 

the fruit of Mary: on the Cross and in its sacrament as well.  

 

Now Mary receives Jesus in communion, and the Son of God dwells with His Body and Blood in her –again.  

 

When we come to communion we are given the fruit of Mary’s womb. Indeed, we are at her school.  

 

At Holy Communion Jesus dwells in us, with His Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity. Indeed, our eucharistic devotion contains a 

Marian dimension too.
