Dear Parishioners,  
 

We are glad to enjoy the God given weather at this time of 
the year. We had “Beef on Weck” on 1

st
 Aug. which was a 

successful event selling 227 plates. Thanks to Mrs. Noreen 
and all the volunteers who generously helped out to do well. 
In spite of covid19 nothing could stop our young children to 
receive their 1

st
 Holy Communion. This Sunday the last two 

children will receive their sacrament and complete all the 
children of 1

st
 Communion for this year. The Confirmation 

for this year is on 16
th
 August Sunday in a special Mass at 

4.00 pm. This is how the good Lord works in our midst to 
have our confidence in Him who is always with us in spirit 
and wisdom. 
 

Today’s readings speak of the Prophet Elijah’s mission to 
lead and guide Israelites, who lived 850 years before Jesus 
was born, to prove that God of Israel is the true God and no 
other. As a result of winning the contest over the Baal  
worship and annihilating Baal temple priests, had to run 
away to save his life from the hands of Queen Jezebel, the 
promoter of Baal worship in the kingdom. It was here God 
showed His presence in the silence of Prophet Elijah’s heart 
at Mt. Horeb in Sinai where God gave 10 Commandments 
to Moses and made covenant with Israel. 
 

Jesus had to perform miracle after miracle to win the hearts 
of lost sheep of Israel and to show that He was the  
messiah, the Son of God. Jesus multiplied the bread and 
fish to feed the hungry and He had to walk on the water to 
reach out to His disciples to save and prove that they are 
not alone in their struggles. As Peter focused on Jesus was 
able to walk on water, but the moment started to scare  
began to sink.  
 

Jesus along with miracles that He performed taught very 
important lessons for our personal life of faith:  
1. Importance of personal prayer before God. 2. Jesus is 
the Bread of life and healer and savior. 3. He is present in  
dangers of our life. 4. We walk over life threatening  
troubles if our eyes are focused on Jesus in faith. 5. Jesus 
is our sure hope and joy and peace.   
 

Jesus offers Himself to us as the Bread of life and savior, let 
us ask of Him to bless and protect our children who  
received their 1

st
 Holy Communion this year, their parents, 

family members and teachers, and be an assurance that He 
is always there with them in their life journey on earth until 
we share His table in heaven.
