Dear Parishioners,

We began this month of November with All Saints Day with solemn celebration of thanking and praising all the
Saints known and unknown for their life, faith, courage, sacrifice and hope in the Lord Jesus Christ. Jesus’
passion, death, resurrection and ascension brought a tremendous change, impact and commitment to their new
faith in resurrection and life in heaven.
