HOW TO PUT OUR PARISH IN YOUR WILL :

After providing for your families and loved ones, parishion-
ers may want to include the Parish in your wills, thus helping to assure
the long-term future of the Parish and the work that must continue in
generations to come. Bequests are free of estate tax and can substan-
tially reduce the amount of your assets claimed by the government.
You can give needed support to either of our Parishes by simply in-
cluding the following words in your will: "I give, devise and bequeath
to Church of the Annunciation Parish Charitable Trust in Ludlow,
Vermont... or... Holy Name of Mary Parish Charitable Trust in Proc-
torsville, Vermont (insert amount being given here) to be used to sup-
port the ministry of the Parish".

A bequest can be a specific amount, a specific piece of
property, a percentage of an estate, or all or part of the residue of an
estate. You can also name the Parish as a contingency beneficiary in
the event someone named in your will is no longer living. It is recom-
mended that a lawyer help in drafting or amending a will.
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1ST SUNDAY OF LENT

How is your Lenten observance
going? In past years I sometimes didn’t
even make it to “Ash Friday” before
weakening and giving into never-ending
cravings for sweets and brainless televi-
sion. It has often raised the question,
“Why do we even bother with this non-
sense? Isn’t life difficult enough without piling on more chal-
lenges?" Our Lenten disciplines are not so much concerned
with proving how strong our efforts can be, nor borrowing from
Lenten penance an opportunity to lose a few pounds, nor even
taking a stab at other self-improvement of one sort or another. It
has more to do with conversion: conversion of heart and of
mind so that we can rid ourselves of those haunting weakness-
es, continuing failures, and even those venial sins that keep us
from becoming more Christlike.

From Father's Desk

In a passage from Matthew’s Gospel (17: 14-20), Our
Lord’s disciples had attempted to exorcise a possessed boy but
were unable to do so. The Lord then performed the exorcism in
their presence. When they asked Him why they were unable to
do this, He answered, “This kind can be cast out only by prayer
and fasting.” What this means for us is that if we’re attempting
to cast out whatever demons are haunting us and keeping us
from a deeper relationship with Christ, some prayer and fasting
will be needed. I’ve never been a big fan of mortification, but
Our Lord makes it clear that some of this principle will be need-
ed for real growth.

In the Scripture passage in the Office of Readings for
Shrove Tuesday we read the famous passage from the Book of
Ecclesiastes (3:1ff): “There is an appointed time for everything,
and a time for every affair under the heavens.” Those of an age
will remember that The Byrds recorded a version of this Old
Testament passage in 1959 in a song called “Turn, Turn, Turn.”
It was a popular hit in a time of mostly saccharin love songs.
The Scripture passage goes on, “A time to to be born, a time to
die... a time to weep, a time to laugh... etc.” pointing out ap-
propriate times for various and differing life experiences as well
as our reaction to ordinary and extraordinary events.

Lent provides us with a “time” for entering into a seri-
ous experience of working, and even struggling toward spiritual
renewal. As mentioned, it’s not a time for simple self-
improvement, in the psychological realm, but for self-mastery,
an effort in the spiritual realm. Otherwise we can look once
again to the Book of Ecclesiastes (1:1-2) “Vanity of vanities!
All things are vanity!” So, our choices for whichever discipline,
penance or mortification can help us to move beyond vanity and
self-absorption to a mind more concerned with what is pleasing
to God and efficacious for our ongoing conversion. Forty days
seems hardly enough time to effect this sort of change. So, let’s
continue on our pilgrimage towards Easter with whatever ef-
forts we can make to celebrate that great Feast with growing
holiness.
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LENTEN BIBLE STUDY, 2020
