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     Last month we observed the back�to�

back mother/son Feast Days of Saints 

Monica and Augustine. This week, we’ll 

have another mother/son pair of Feasts, 

this time linking Our Lord with His 

Blessed Mother. These will be the Feast 

of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross on 

Monday, the 14th and then Our Lady of Sorrows on Tuesday, 

the 15th. These two feasts were scheduled together intentionally 

in order to link the sorrow of these members of the Holy Fami-

ly, giving encouragement to all who presently find sorrow in 

the midst of family life. �

     The Feast of the Holy Cross celebrates a double anniversary. 

In Jerusalem, the Emperor Constantine built a round church, the 

Anastasis, above the empty grave of Jesus. He then built a 

shrine, the Calvarium, marking the place of the Crucifixion, and 

finally a basilica, the Martyrium, in the square between the oth-

er two churches. Dedicated in AD335, they were destroyed by 

Persians in 614. The two churches were rebuilt by the Patriarch 

Modestus of Jerusalem in 626, but were later destroyed by 

Muslims in 1009. The Present Church of the Holy Sepulcher, 

rebuilt by the Crusaders, was dedicated in 1149. It still stands, 

and as you can imagine, it is stout and sturdy, appearing more 

like a fortress than a church. �

     Today also commemorates the discovery of the Lord’s Cross 

by Constantine’s mother, the Empress Saint Helena, in 320. 

How did she find it? There was a longstanding tradition which 

stated that although crosses used by the Romans for executions 

were generally burned following the crucifixion, you will re-

member that Our Lord’s Crucifixion took place on a Friday 

afternoon, just as the Sabbath was about to begin. In order not 

to profane the Sabbath by burning the Cross, the Jews simply 

removed the Lord’s Cross and tossed it over the edge of the hill 

of Golgotha, where it was subsequently buried for safekeeping 

by the nascent Christians. When the Empress went to Jerusalem 

three hundred years later, Christian residents of that city 

showed her where the Cross of Christ was thought to be buried, 

so they unearthed it, along with the Crown of Thorns and the 

nails that held the Lord’s body to the Cross. The Crown of 

Thorns went later to France where Saint Louis IX built the 

magnificent Sainte Chapelle to house it. However, Saint Helena 

took the Cross and the nails home with her, cutting away pieces 

of it, sending them around the world as gifts. Her house is now 

the Basilica Santa Croce in Gerusalemme �in Rome. Some re-

mains of the Cross and the nails are kept in a reliquary there for 

veneration. �

     On Tuesday, we observe the Feast of Our Lady of Sorrows. 

Her sorrows as noted on this feast day, are linked to her mother-

hood of Jesus, and are traditionally numbered at seven: The 

prophecy of Simeon at the Lord’s Presentation… The Flight 

into Egypt… The Search for the Child Jesus in the Temple… 

Meeting Jesus on the Way of the Cross… Standing at the Foot 

of the Cross… The Crucifixion and Descent from the Cross… 

and the Burial of Christ. A few years ago, I was given an Icon 

of Our Lady of Sorrows. It is “written” in the traditional style, 

with seven swords piercing her heart, recalling Simeon’s Proph-

ecy in the Lord’s infancy. I keep it upstairs in the Rectory 

where I can see it first thing in the morning, knowing that what-

ever sorrows I might experience in the coming day can be unit-

ed with the Blessed Mother’s sorrows and retained in her Im-

maculate Heart. It gets me going, looking for blessing instead of 

woe. �
