     Over the past week, the stories & images that have dominated 

our time & attention have been very difficult ones to watch.� �

From the images of a white police officer kneeling on the throat 

of a black man to the protests that ensued throughout the country 

& throughout the world thereafter, these images & stories have 

reawakened in us the reality that there is work to be done.� �

Racism isn’t a thing of the past, it is unfortunately very much a 

reality here & now, today.� We can’t just sit by idly and pretend �

it doesn’t exist, because it does.� We can’t just sit by idly and 

pretend that it’s someone else’s issue to deal with, because it’s �

not just their issue, whoever they might be, it’s our issue, because 

no matter what our race might be, we are all part of one human 

family!� As a people of faith, we must work to do our part to end 

any & all forms of racism & hatred that have found their way into 

our society & each of our hearts.� Something must be done, both 

by them out there & by us in here.���

I was struck by the images from Flint, Michigan where the sheriff 

stopped, took of his helmet, & asked the protestors what they 

wanted & needed.� Their response?� “Walk with us!”� And that’s 

what he & his fellow officers did, they walked with them.
