FIFTH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME 
 

What does it mean to be salt and light? If we listen carefully to 
Jesus’ words, we gain some direction. The symbols of salt and 
light are used by Jesus to explain how service to others can 
lead both the giver and the receiver into  relationship with 
each other but into relationship with him. "Salt" has many uses, 
but the one that we most often think about is as a way to bring 
out the best in food. When we help to bring out the "best" in 
someone else, we help ourselves as well. When we help others 
to "see the light" through our example, we both gain insight 
into our role in God's plan for us.

A story from our refugee ministry: Nematullah worked as an     
architect in Afghanistan designing hospitals, schools and health 
care centers. Due to his work on several UN and U.S. government 
projects, Nematullah became the target of violent threats and he 
and his family were forced to flee their country for safety. They 
were welcomed to Washington by the IRC earlier this year and 
now consider it their second home. Even with fourteen years of 
professional experience, re-entering his field was difficult. 
Nematullah enrolled in the IRC's Career Connect program and 
was paired with two volunteer mentors, one of whom is a parish-
ioner here at St Madeleine. They helped him make new profes-
sional connections, build his resume, and prepare for interviews. 
With his mentors' support and a lot of hard work, Nematullah 
began a new career with a Seattle-based architecture firm and is 
now helping to design renovations for the school his children 
attend. Thank you for your continued support of our refugee 
ministry.
