Source:  https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019 -ncov/prevent -

getting -sick/about -face-coverings.html

https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-ncov/prevent-getting-sick/about-face-coverings.html


So, what has changed? 

I asked for data in regard to the Delta variant, children and 
schools with no mask mandates.  We now have some data:

üBrevard Public Schools (Orlando) ð3000+ in 
isolation/quarantine

üHillsborough Public Schools (Tampa) ð5000+ in 
isolation/quarantine

üPickens County Schools in South Carolina ðhave shifted to 
remote learning based on large number of people in 
isolation and quarantine



We also have more data about how 
contagious the Delta variant is for children.

ÅLast school year, we were safely dealing with the original 
Covid19 virus and two weaker variants. 

ÅDelta variant is different:
ÅThe spread of the Delta variant is one person infecting five 

people versus the original CoVid19 virus being one person 
infecting two people.  

ÅWhat has been discovered is that with the Delta variant, there is 
a higher viral load which means the virus makes many more 
copies of itself once in the body.  

ÅThis higher viral load in children is the reason this variant is more 
contagious with kids.
