 Here we are at the last weekend of June, 

approaching the height of the vacation season.  Let me talk to you 

about a vacation possibility for next summer 2016. 

 In 1999, several parishioners asked me to put together a 

tour to Ireland.  Sixty people went along and we had a great time.    

In     subsequent years others have asked  for a tour;  so the         

experience was repeated for additional folks in 2002, 2005, 2008, 

2010, 2012 (we also attended a Notre Dame vs Navy football game 

in Dublin!), and lastly in 2014. All the trips have been memorable; 

each trip has featured the places that everyone wants to visit and 

each trip is unique with some special activities included.  We have 

averaged about eighty people per trip. 

 In recent days I have been asked ñWhenôs the next tour?ò  

Hereôs the answer: How about the end of July and/or first part of  

August, 2016?  Thatôs after the Carnival and before the students go 

back to school. 

 While itôs too soon for an exact itinerary, these would be 

the highlights:  land in Dublin (two days there), visit Belfast and 

Derry, Donegal, Knock Shrine, Westport in County Mayo, Galway, 

Killarney, Kinsale, Blarney, and home by way of Shannon.  I would 

say twelve to fourteen days.  (If the dollar continues to be strong 

against the euro, we can be assured of better prices and more time 

there.)   

 I do not have a final cost, but it would include airfare from 

Cleveland to Ireland and back, hotels, breakfast and dinner daily, 

admissions, entertainment, and land travel by coach. Your only out-

of-pocket costs would be souvenirs, lunch, your pub bill, and a tip to 

the driver!   

 Family and friends from outside the parish would be most 

welcome.  If interested in more information (no commitment required 

at this time), leave your name, phone number, address, and e-mail at 

our Parish Office (440-884-3030).  When we have a good idea of the 

number, we will pin down exact dates and get a final figure on the 

cost.
