Merici Chapelé  Today, on the feast of the             
Resurrection of Jesus on Easter Sunday, try and 
take time to stop by the chapel and thank Jesus for 
His gift and promise of eternal life.  Remember, we 
are not celebrating chocolate bunnies, jelly beans 
and peeps. 
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 Christians are rightly called ñEaster people.ò  The 
events of the first Easter gave proof and purpose to   
Jesusôs little band of apostles and disciples.  After His 
suffering and death, they had been afraid and            
uncertain; but energized by their encounter with the 

Risen Christ, they went out and they changed the world.  As He 
had all during His public ministry, the Risen Jesus spoke again 
the most popular phrase of the Scriptures ñdo not be afraid.ò  
The early Christians shared that message with a waiting world: 
ñdo not be afraid.ò   
 Twenty centuries later, we ñEaster peopleò come together to 
celebrate Jesusôs victory over sin and death. 
 Two events in our Lordôs lifeðHis Birth and His                
Resurrectionðare celebrated with special ceremony.  Larger-
then-usual crowds attend Mass and worship services.    There are 
special foods and family and holiday traditions.  But after all the 
shopping, wrapping, and decorating that characterizes our       
modern Christmas, Easter is welcome as a less hectic time.  The 
warmer days and the awakening of nature are symbolic           
reminders of the New Life that is also offered to us. 
 Last September, a number of men and women began a six-
month journey with our St Charles Rite of Christian Initiation 
program (RCIA).  Ably led by Father Lou Thomas, Deacon Dan 
Galla, and a dedicated team of parishioners, the RCIA candidates 
learned and experienced various facets of our Catholic faith.  
Each participant has ña storyò that explains their attraction to 
our Faith and its practices.  It is my experience that one theme 
runs through each story:  to a person, our RCIA candidates     
witnessed in someone the Catholic faith being fully lived.  That 
lived-out witness is what draws people to the Church.   
 At the solemn Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday evening, these 
RCIA individuals made a  profession of faith, were baptized,      
confirmed, and received First Eucharist. We congratulate them 
and thank all those who brought them to this day.  Those new         
Catholics are:
