When the landowner gives the
same wage to those who worked all day and the
same to those who came in the last hour of the
day, this seems totally unfair.

The Gospel is not about wages and hours that
we worked.

The message of the Gospel is that God will
welcome us even if we recognize His Love and
Mercy at the last hour.

Years ago | was giving a retreat in New Jersey.
That evening | was hearing confessions and a man
came in who had not been in a church in over 50
years. | said when he came into the
confessional: “Welcome Home.” He began to cry.
For over 50 years he had nothing to do with the
church nor God. He told me that he wished he had
come sooner. He said his life was never really
happy. He felt that he missed the peace he longed
for.

For all of us who recognize God’s presence in our
life....we have truly been blessed. We also rejoice
in those who recognize it in the last hour.
However blessed are those who have known His
Love and Mercy throughout their life.

This is the message of the Gospel: the Lord waits
for all of us to experience His Compassion. Thank
God for God. He is so Merciful and Loving. May
we never forget the real message of today’s
Gospel.
