Limited Capacity 
We are limited to 25% capacity of the church, a maximum of 

about 100 people. After all of the sectioned-off pews are filled or 

when Mass begins, we are obligated to lock the doors. Because of 

the restriction on space, we are suggesting to those who can     

participant at daily Mass to consider their fellow parishioners who 

cannot attend daily Mass. For now, the obligation to attend 

Sunday Mass  remains suspended, and that no one is required 

to attend church during this time of pandemic. Therefore, if 

you are able to attend Mass during the week and refrain from   

attendance on Sunday, it opens space in the church for others who 

may not be able to attend during the week.
