Pope Francis has declared next Sunday July 25, 2021 to be the 
First World Day of Grandparents and the Elderly. This World 
Day will be observed every year on the fourth Sunday of the 
month of July. To those motivated by a spirit of penance and 
charity, a Plenary Indulgence will be granted under the usual 
conditions (sacramental confession, Eucharistic communion, 
and prayer according to the intentions of the Supreme Pontiff) 
to those who participate in the Pope’s Mass at St. Peter’s      
Basilica or other functions throughout the world. The Plenary 
Indulgence is also granted under the usual conditions to the 
faithful who devote adequate time to actually or virtually    
visiting their elderly brothers and sisters in need or in difficulty 
(such as the sick, the abandoned, the disabled and other similar 
cases). Provided that they detach themselves from any sins and 
intend to fulfill the three usual conditions as soon as possible, 
the Plenary Indulgence is also granted to the faithful who are 
unable to leave their homes for serious reasons and “unite 
themselves spiritually to the sacred functions of the World Day, 
offering to the Merciful God their prayers, pains or sufferings 
of their lives, especially during the transmission, through the 
means of television and radio, but also through the new means 
of social communication.”
