
 

From the Pastor 

 

 I, no doubt with a large number of those who will read this article, have been following the Weather 

Channelôs not-so-good predictions about whatôs going to happen when the full fury of Hurricane Laura comes 

ashore. Incredible, deadly forecasts of catastrophic proportion, chaos and destruction which include the word 

ñun-survivableò. Talk about any recent feelings of ñcalmò in the lives of those who live in the coastal regions of 

Texas and its neighboring states disappearing faster than we who live in North Texas can imagine. Homes, 

businesses, irreplaceable personal possessions and lives lost. Please keep those who will be negatively impacted 

by Hurricane Laura in your prayers as they seek higher ground from which to watch and survive what is about 

to happen. 

 I thought about Job as I thought about and prayed for them this afternoon - and about we with Job - who 

and countless others who have had our lives turned upside down when we least expected - or wanted something 

- or anything - on the scale of negativity to take place in our lives. Max Lucado expresses similar thoughts about 

the life and times of Job in particular, ñIn The Eye Of The Stormò. 

 ñThe first thing to go is his empire. The market crashes; his assets tumble. What is liquid goes dry. What 

has been up goes down. Stocks go flat, and job goes broke. There he sits in his leather chair and soon-to-be-

auctioned-off mahogany desk when the phone rings with news of calamity number two: The kids were at a 

resort for the holidays when a storm blew in and took them with it. Shell-shocked and dumbfounded, Job looks 

out the window into the sky that seems to be getting darker by the minute and starts praying, telling God that 

things canôt get any worse...which was exactly what happens. He feels a pain in his chest that is more than last 

nightôs ravioli. The next thing he knows, heôs bouncing around in the back of ambulance with wires stuck to his 

chest...needles in his arm...and ends up tethered to a heart monitor in a community hospital room...next to an 

illegal immigrant who canôt speak English.ò 

 No need for me to re-tell what takes place in the book in the Bible which bears Jobôs name: about Jobôs 

roller-coaster finger-pointing, frequently unpleasant, argumentative, irreverent relationship with God who in 

response at one point to Jobôs accusations asks him: ñWhere were you when I laid the foundations of the earth, 

etc., etc., (Job 38:4-18). Tell me, if you know so muchò - in response to which question Job (wisely) remained 

silent. 

 In the closing chapters of the book which bears his name, Job is once again seated behind his mahogany 

desk, able to pay his bills and in good health. Something tells me that in spite of his bedsores, bills, family 

issues, multiple ills and seemingly unending storms, Job would do it all over again if thatôs what it would take 

to stand in Godôs presence and hear His voice again. 

 If you think, are concerned that, tempted to buy in to or believe that God has washed his hands of us - 

think again. Remember that in the middle - in the eye - of every, any and whatever storms in life which have - 

and will - come our way - God has not, is not, and will not desert us. Know, believe and trust that the God of all 

creation who gave to us His only Son will help us endure any and all of lifeôs storms and challenges - including 

the final one which will take our breath away on the day when God welcomes us to that heavenly place of 

eternal safety and peace.

While many of these families receive 

food from local food pantries, they seldom receive much needed toiletries and cleaning products.   

 

Marisol Puterbaugh, social services coordinator for Boyd welcomes our involvement and has identified the following 

items and needs for their school.  She will determine which families can most benefit and will distribute these items.   

 

1. Laundry baskets  (5-7 needed) 
Laundry detergent 

Dish washing soap 

Shampoo, conditioner 

Mouthwash 

Deodorant 

Bar soap, shaving cream, disposable razors 

Toothpaste 

Household cleaning products 

 

2. Leggingsτall youth sizes needed.  These are used for students who have accidents while in school when a 
parent cannot leave work or no transportation to bring a change of clothes.
