LETTER FROM FR. TOM: 48 years ago this month, the
Supreme Court made abortion legal in all states in our
country. Itis a very grim and sad anniversary. This means
that the lives of over 62 million human beings have been
ended violently in just the United States alone. This is
tragic! Because we are Holy Family Parish, concern for
children should be very important to us and building family
should be part of the spiritual thinking of our parish.

Science proves that human life begins at conception
and as Christians, we believe that every human life is
sacred and created in the image and likeness of God.
Every human being, no matter their stage of life, is of
ultimate and eternal value. Matthew 25 teaches us that the
way we treat others is the way we treat Jesus himself. The
very idea of taking an innocent life should leave us shaking
our heads in sadness and disbelief.

Friday, January 29, is the annual “March for Life” in
Washington D.C. where thousands will gather to march for
pro-life legislation in our country. Christians should be in
solidarity with these marchers regarding this issue. Last
weekend, we celebrated the Baptism of Jesus. Do you
remember the first encounter between John the Baptist and
Jesus? Elizabeth was six months pregnant with John, and
when Mary, newly pregnant with Jesus, visited Elizabeth,
John leapt in her womb at the presence of Jesus. In other
words, both were children in the womb. This story teaches
us that at every stage, life is sacred.

Parents, teach your children that all life is sacred.
Share with family and friends that all human beings are
made in the image and likeness of God. Know that the
Bible teaches that all children are good. Today, our culture
often takes a negative view of children, but according to
God, they are blessings and it is good to have children. If
we share our faith and if people know the reality of the
dignity of human life, then even the very idea of abortion
would be unthinkable once again. Pray that people will
learn to respect all life!
