LETTER FROM FR. TOM: This 

Wednesday, February 17, is Ash 

Wednesday, the beginning of 

Lent.  As a pastor, I always enjoy 

the season of Lent.  It is a time 

when almost everyone takes their faith more seriously.  It is as 

if our entire parish goes on retreat together.  I will see people 

working on their prayer life, reading scriptures, joining groups, 

going to daily Mass, and making sacrifices in their life. Nothing 

makes a pastor happier than to know people are working on 

their faith. 

     As we enter into Lent, there will be a few things which are 

different this year. One example is that on Ash Wednesday, 

rather than receiving ashes on your forehead, you will have 

ashes sprinkled on the top of your head.  We are doing this 

because of Covid-19, but it is not something new to our 

Church.  In Europe, this is the normal way to receive ashes.  

So you will not have a cross on your forehead, but you will 

receive ashes in a long-standing tradition of our Church. 

     Another difference is that on Tuesday mornings, our daily 

Mass time will change to 6:30 am.  Many people want to  

attend daily Mass during Lent, but are unable to do so  

because of work or school.  Our hope is that having Mass at 

an earlier time, at least one day a week, will allow people to 

attend a daily Mass.  I think that attending daily Mass during 

Lent is a great way to grow in your faith during this special 

season. 

     Lastly, because of Covid-19, we will not be having a  

communal penance service.  Hopefully, this will return in  

Advent.  However, because the sacrament of reconciliation is 

central to Lent, we will continue to have our Thursday evening 

opportunity for confession and we will add an additional time; 

every Saturday morning, from 11:00 – noon.  In the event of a 

funeral, reconciliation will be cancelled.  I encourage everyone 

to go to confession during Lent.  

     The goal of Lent is to spiritually prepare ourselves to  

celebrate the Triduum, with Easter as the high point. By our 

Lenten journey, we will be able to enter more fully into the 

Paschal Mystery - the death and resurrection of Jesus, our 

Savior.    

     During Lent, many people give up something they enjoy or 

they take on a new spiritual practice or participate in acts of 

charity or justice.  These are very good things, but we should 

begin by doing at least the required regulations.  May you 

have a good and holy Lent!       Peace, Fr. Tom Pomeroy
