First Communion 
Children are prepared for First 
Holy Communion by participating 
in the CCD program. Students must 
be enrolled for at least one (1) year 
prior to enrolling in the sacramental 
preparation class. 

Reconciliation 
Confessions are heard on 
Wednesdays after the 8am daily 
mass, Saturdays from 4:15 to 
4:45pm, Sundays before Mass or by 
appointment. 

Confirmation  
Preparation classes are conducted 
through our CCD program. 
Candidates must be enrolled for at 
least one (1) year prior to enroll in 
the Confirmation class. 

Matrimony 
Preparation is conducted by parish 
clergymen and the Diocese of 
Nashville. You must be a 
registered parishioner for at least 
six (6) (months) and then contact 
the parish office at least six (6) 
months before the proposed date.  

Anointing of the Sick 
Anyone may request for major or 
minor health problems. If you 
anticipate surgery or a stay in the 
hospital, request the sacrament 
before (surgery).

Bishopôs Annual Appeal Update. As of March 26, Holy 
Name parishioners have raised a total of $3,468 of our $18,838 
goal amount.

Public Masses and Temporary Dispensation Information. 
Daily Mass on Tuesdays and Thursdays is at 11:30am and on 
Wednesdays and Fridays at 8:00am. The dispensation from the 
obligation to attend Sunday Mass and Masses for Holy Days of 
Obligation, has been extended by Bishop Spalding until further 
notice. All weekend Mass times remain the same. We will 
continue to stream the Sunday Mass at 8am on our Facebook 
page during this time.

UPDATED: Adjustments for Mass due to Covid-19.  
Highlights from Fr. Theoôs letter dated August 7, with 
recent updates from Bishop Spalding (March 17, 2021).

¶ The obligation to attend Sunday Mass and holy days of 
obligation has been reinstated by decree of Bishop 
Spalding, dated March 17, 2021, beginning on Palm 
Sunday (3/28). We will continue to live-stream the 8am 
Mass for those with serious health conditions/risks. 

¶ Proper social distancing guidelines and norms should be 
respected. Families living in the same household should 
also sit together whenever possible. Please also adhere 
to the marked pews for seating whether as an individual 
or family. 

¶ The Sign of Peace and distribution of the Precious 
Blood both remain suspended. Holy Water receptacles 
will also remain empty during this period. 

¶ Parishioners are encouraged to bring their own masks to 
church and wear them. Additionally, please follow CDC 
guidelines for maintaining proper personal hygiene.  

¶ All meetings and events on church property, of 50 
people or less, will begin to receive permission to 
resume following all federal, state and local masking 
and social distancing guidelines. The pastor reserves 
the right to maintain discretion.

SUNDAY CONNECTION.     Excerpts Loyola Press,  3/28/2021 

In Markôs Gospel, Jesusô passion and death are presented as the 
consequence of the tension between the Jewish authorities and Jesus that 
had been building throughout his public ministry. This tension reached 
its breaking point when Jesus drove the merchants and moneychangers 
from the Temple. After this event, the chief priests and scribes began 
seeking a way to put Jesus to death, and yet, this is only the surface 
explanation for his death. 

When Jesus was arrested and brought before the Sanhedrinðthe council 
of Jewish priests, scribes, and eldersðhe was charged with blasphemy, 
citing his threat to the Temple. When he was brought before Pilate, 
however, the religious authorities presented his crime as a political one, 
charging that Jesus claimed to be king of the Jews. In continuity with a 
theme of Markôs Gospel, the messianic claim of Jesus is widely 
misunderstood. 

In Markôs Gospel, Jesusô disciples are rarely models of faith and do little 
to invoke confidence in their capacity to continue his ministry after his 
death. They fare no better in Markôs narrative of Jesusô passion and 
death. At the Last Supper, the disciples insisted that none among them 
would betray Jesus. When Jesus predicted that their faith would be 
shaken in the events ahead, Peter and the other disciples protested 
vehemently. Yet in the garden of Gethsemane, Jesus returned three times 
to find them sleeping. Jesus prayed in agony over his impending fate 
while his disciples slumbered through the night. Just as Jesus predicted, 
Peter denied Jesus, and the disciples were absent during Jesusô passion 
and death. Only the women who had been followers of Jesus in Galilee 
are said to have been present at the Crucifixion, but they remained at a 
distance. 

Throughout this Gospel, Mark challenges the reader to consider the 
claim with which the Gospel begins: Jesus is the Son of God. 

During Holy Week, we prayerfully remember the events of Jesusô 
passion and death. As we meditate on the cross, we ask again and anew 
what it means to make the statement of faith that Jesus, in his obedient 
suffering and dying, revealed himself to us as Godôs Son.
