Reconciliation 
Confessions are heard on 
Wednesdays after the 8am daily 
mass, Saturdays from 4:15 to 
4:45pm, Sundays before Mass or by 
appointment. 

Confirmation  
Preparation classes are conducted 
through our CCD program. 
Candidates must be enrolled for at 
least one (1) year prior to enroll in 
the Confirmation class. 

Matrimony 
Preparation is conducted by parish 
clergymen and the Diocese of 
Nashville. You must be a 
registered parishioner for at least 
six (6) (months) and then contact 
the parish office at least six (6) 
months before the proposed date.  

Anointing of the Sick 
Anyone may request for major or 
minor health problems. If you 
anticipate surgery or a stay in the 
hospital, request the sacrament 
before (surgery).

¶ As our church continues to open up more, based upon 
recent releases from the State and also Metro 
government, we encourage all parishioners to get 
vaccinated.

SUNDAY CONNECTION.             Excerpts Loyola Press 7/11/21 

This weekôs Gospel and the one for next week describe how Jesus sent 
the disciples to minister in his name and the disciplesô return to Jesus 
afterward. In Markôs Gospel, Jesusô ministry is presented in connection 
with the teaching of John the Baptist. Jesusô public ministry begins after 
John is arrested. John the Baptist prepared the way for Jesus, who 
preached the fulfillment of the Kingdom of God.  

Recall that last week we heard how Jesus was rejected in his hometown 
of Nazareth. The insertion of the reminder about John the Baptistôs 
ministry and his death at the hands of Herod in Markôs Gospel makes a 
similar point. Mark reminds his readers about this dangerous context for 
Jesusô ministry and that of his disciples. Preaching repentance and the 
Kingdom of God is dangerous business for Jesus and for his disciples. 
Mark wants his readers to remember that we, too, may find resistance as 
we choose to be disciples of Jesus. 

Markôs Gospel tells us that Jesus sent out the Twelve. These twelve were 
selected from among Jesusô disciples and named by Mark in chapter 3. 
Mark notes that these twelve are also called ñapostles.ò The 
word apostle means ñone who is sent.ò The number twelve is also a 
symbolic number, representing the twelve tribes of Israel. By naming 
twelve apostles, Jesus shows his mission to be in continuity with the 
mission of Godôs people, Israel. 

Jesusô instructions to the apostles are very specific. He repeats the 
mission that they are sent to preach and to share his authority to heal and 
to drive out demons. Jesus sends them in pairs, establishing his mission 
as a communal endeavor. Jesus also instructs them to travel lightly, 
without the customary food, money, and extra set of clothes. These 
instructions mean that the Twelve will be dependent on the hospitality of 
others, just as Jesus depended on others to provide for his needs. 

Jesus continues to send us into the world as his disciples. But like the 
first disciples, we are not sent alone. Jesus has given us the community 
of the Church, which strengthens our life of discipleship. The Christian 
message can only authentically be proclaimed in and through the 
community of faith that is the Church. In our work with others, we build 
this community of faith and can invite others to share in it.
