First Reading :   Acts 1:1-11

Second Reading:   Ephesians 1:17-23 
Gospel:    Mark 16:15-20  

Ascension Day speaks of mystery and of the 
power to reach through to another 
dimension. It marks the end of Christôs 
mission on earth and celebrates his glorious 
return to the Father in heaven. Although it 
was the last act of the cycle of Jesusô life, 
death, and resurrection, it was not a day for 
sadness but an occasion for joy and a 
renewal of hope. In ascending into heaven, 
Christ placed himself out of the ordinary into 
the extraordinary, from the here of Galilee to 
the everywhere throughout the world. He 
ceased to limit himself to one time or one 
place or one group of people. He ended His 
bodily presence on earth. This happened 
after 40 days of his resurrection. Through the 
power of the Holy Spirit, he became 
invisibly present and available to all who 
wished to be in contact with him, partake in 
his work and share in his glory. If Christ had 
ascended into heaven, we too must be there. 

For the apostles and those who followed 
him, it meant that their period of formation 
and training was over, and the time had 
arrived for the beginning of their mission, a 
task to engage themselves with the world 
until he returns in glory while relying on 
divine assistance through the Holy Spirit in 
carrying this mission. 

There is some observation here in the 
accounts of the Book of the Acts of the 
Apostles. At the Lordôs departure, the 
apostles stood motionless, looking intently at 
the sky. Then two men appeared and 
interrupted their daydreaming and beckoned 
them to be about their masterôs business. 
This shows to us that their mission was not 
to stand around just looking up to heaven, 
just waiting for something to happen. In the 
absence of Christ, they were to be his 
messengers, proclaiming the good news to 
the poor, the oppressed and all who are in 
need, to reach the ends of the earth, to go 
into all nations of the world and proclaim the 
good news to the whole creation. The 
universal reach of this mission is noticeably 
clear. The message of Jesus is meant to be 
good news in the ears of all humankind 
irrespective of nationality or culture.  

So, what the meaning of the Ascension of 
the Lord for us today? First, it is to talk 
about the good news of salvation that we are 
loved by God even if we are sinners; that we 
are brothers and sisters to each other; that 
life has dignity, meaning and we too have 
dignity; that death is not the end but the only 
way towards eternal life. This is not only to 
this within the church, but also in the office, 
in the workplace, in homes and many more. 
If we know how to announce the Good 
News, then we know also how to denounce 
what is bad.  

The second is we should heal. We should 
become a healer in a way of restoring a 
person from some bad condition or affliction 
like sin, grief, despair, unwholesomeness, 
danger, or destruction; to save, to purify, 
cleanse, repair, or mend.  

Lastly, we should be witnesses not just in 
words but also most especially in action. As 
St. Augustine had said: ñBelieve what you 
preach. Teach what you believe and live it.ò 

There was a certain man who wanted to be 
remembered by people. Thus he wrote his 
name on the sand, but the waves of the sea 
came and washed it away. So, he wrote his 
name on the tree, but the sap of the tree 
erased this. He wrote his name on the stone, 
but a stonecutter came and cut the stone into 
pieces. Then, the Lord appeared to him and 
said: ñAre you crazy? Why did you write 
your name in the sand, in the tree and in the 
stone? Write your name in the hearts of the 
people and you will be remembered 
forever.ò  

The spreading of the Good News to all 
nations is not a goal that can be attained by 
human might and creativity. That is why 
Jesus promises to empower his messengers 
from on high by his abiding presence and the 
Holy Spirit. The challenge of sharing the 
Good News with all humankind should 
therefore begin on our knees as we confess 
that we have often taken matters into our 
own human hands, let us go down into our 
knees once again and promise to give the 
Holy Spirit a chance to renew our world. ×
