If there is one thing we know for sure about 
predestination it is this: God created everyone for 
success. God did not create anyone for failure. But 
what do success and failure mean? For most 
people, as for James and John, success means to 
be ahead of the pack. To succeed means to excel. 
Success is measured by comparing oneôs 
achievements against the achievements of oneôs 
ñcompetitors.ò That is why James and John go to 
Jesus and ask, not that they be granted a place in 
his kingdom, but said instead, ñGrant that in your 
glory, we may sit, one at your right and the other at 
your leftò. ñYou do not know what you are asking,ò 
Jesus says to them, and then proceeds to teach 
them a new understanding of success. 

The gospel of Mark was written during the time of 
Emperor Nero. He is famous for burning Christians 
alive. Legend says that his mother, Agrippina was 
obsessed about seeing her son become the 
emperor of Rome. She consulted a fortuneteller 
and asked her if Nero would be emperor. The 
fortuneteller told Agrippina, ñYour son will become 
emperor and he will kill you, too.ò  ñI donôt care,ò 
replied Agrippina. ñIt doesnôt matter to me what my 
son does, provided he becomes emperor.ò  

So, Nero became Emperor of Rome. After a few 
months, Nero made an attempt on his motherôs life 
because she was against Nero taking a mistress. 
He poisoned her three times, but Agrippina 
survived by taking an antidote. When the poison 
did not succeed, Nero built a room for his mother, 
making sure that the roof on top of her bed could 
be made to collapse. And so, one night, while his 
mother was asleep, he caused the ceiling to 
collapse and fall on his mother. But his mother was 
able to escape the crash. Not giving up, Nero 
thought of another murderous scheme.  This time, 
he sent her off on a vacation by the lake and 
arranged it so that the boat she would ride on 
would sink. But Agrippina was able to swim to 
safety. In exasperation, he took a sword and took 
his motherôs life instead. Nero, after becoming an 
emperor as his mother had dreamed of, went to 
great lengths to become powerful and famous to 
the extent of killing his mother for the sake of his 
mistress. 

Before people come into this world, divine 
providence has already crafted a dream for each 

one to live out. We do not come into life to write 
our own job description, we come with a divine job 
description in our hands and with the physical and 
mental traits necessary to get the job done. This is 
why Jesus tells James and John that, ñto sit at my 
right or at my left is not mine to give but is for those 
for whom it has been preparedò.  

Archbishop Romero was the Archbishop of San 
Salvador in El Salvador when the activist-priests in 
his diocese were being murdered by the countryôs 
oppressive regime. He said during the funeral for 
one of his priests, ñI am very proud that our priests 
are being killed, because in a country where 
people are getting murdered, it would be a shame 
if priests are not included among the victims.ò 

Authority and power in our times is synonymous to 
issuing orders, demanding privileges, and wanting 
ceremonial greetings. But let one thing be very 
clear to us in front of Jesus who told his disciples, 
ñAmong you, this is not to happen.ò In other words, 
anyone who wants to follow Christ must stand 
among others as one who serves. Todayôs gospel 
is addressed not only to those in authority but to all 
of the disciples of Jesus.  

Last Sunday we heard Jesus lament the particular 
challenges those with many possessions face in 
order to enter the Kingdom of God. Jesus then 
predicts his passion to the Twelve, who are 
amazed and afraid. In this part of Markôs Gospel, 
Jesusô words to his closest disciples seem to be 
intended to prepare them for the events that will 
occur in Jerusalem. They want to share Jesusô 
glory, but do not appear to understand that his 
glory will be preceded by his suffering. Jesus notes 
their lack of understanding and predicts the 
suffering they will endure for the sake of the 
Gospel. Jesus says that the honor they seek is not 
his to give. 

Jesus explains the importance of service and 
sacrifice in the life of a disciple. In particular, he 
seems to be preparing the Twelve for their 
leadership roles in the emerging Christian 
community. Jesus acknowledges that his teaching 
is countercultural. Following Jesusô example of 
sacrificial love continues to be countercultural in 
our day as well. We might take this opportunity to 
consider our models of authority and examine how 
we exercise it.×

ñFly me to the moonéò belted out by two paisans, 
Frank Sinatra and George Seifert, was not an 
uncommon occurrence in the house in Johnstown, PA 
in the 1960s. How George loved his music, but then 
again, he only went after that which he loved: music, 
Rose Marie, scouting, politics, family, his business 
and his Church. George was born in 1928 in 
Johnstown where his father owned a printing shop 

catering to small businesses and event printing (wedding invitations, 
football game programs.) He was drafted into the army and served in 
Korea in 1951 to 52. When he got back home, he decided to marry his 
sweetheart Rose Marie and take over the printing business from his 
dad. Serving a community of steelworkers and coal miners, he proudly 
displayed his Union label on all his work. 

From his marriage to Rose Marie, came three children -  Steve, then 
Linda and finally Paul in 1960, while George was working feverishly to 
get John F. Kennedy elected president. The Seiferts lived óup the hillô 
from Johnstown in a small community just east of downtown called 
Geistown Borough, where he served in several elected roles for 20 
years. George was never in it for himself, but for the community. His 
diligent and unrelenting efforts insured that the Highland Regional Park 
would be in Geistown environs and that the regional library would wind 
up here, too.  It seems that often, after lengthy council deliberations, 
the members would finally ask, ñWhat does George want to do?ò  

Raising three kids while running your business, while serving as a 
municipal capacity might be enough for some fellows, but not George. 
He steered his two sons, Steve, and Paul into scouting, so naturally, he 
donned the khaki uniform as well. He was a Webelos (Cub scouts) 
leader for 3 years, Scout Master for 9 years and served on numerous 
scouting committees, including the Catholic Committee on Scouting for 
12 years. His proudest accomplishment though, was that he mentored 
30 young men to Eagle Scouts including son, Steve! 

He and Rose Marie would be sure that they and Steve, Linda and Paul 
went to Mass each Sunday and George, not one to sit idly by, got 
involved with St. Benedictôs Church where he served as an usher, a 
lector, and a Eucharistic Minister (after Vatican II). 

Central Pennsylvania got hit hard in the 1970s. His print shop was 
damaged in the Flood of 1977, and the entire area was in a recession. 
Linda had moved to California in 1979, and typical of all transplants, 
wrote glowing reports of óskiing on Saturday and surfing on Sundayô or 
similar óCalifornia Dreaminô missives. After ten more years in 
Johnstown, George and Rose Marie pulled up stakes and headed to 
California. George was able to land a job at a printing operation first in 
San Pedro and then in Glendale.  

He was making more money than he had ever made and only 
regretted that they hadnôt moved sooner. Unencumbered by area 
politics (though he said he would have loved a chance to get involved 
in LA politics) and no sons to steer through scouting, and with others to 
run the business, he and Rose Marie joined the Sunland Tujunga 
Funsters, based out of the Sunland Rec Center. Museums, ball games 
(GO Dodgers, but remained a true Steelers fan to the end!), Hollywood 
Bowl concerts, an occasional trip to Las Vegas were routine for this 
free and easy couple, but George maintained his fidelity to service to 
the church.  Joining the OLL community, George volunteered to be an 
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Unlikely Paisan

usher, and a Eucharistic minister. 
Newly arrived in the parish, George 
and Rose Marie went to a parish 
New Yearôs Eve party and without 
close friends were invited to sit with 
members of the Italian Catholic 
Federation. Instant chemistry! 
George Seifert, a dyed in the wool 
German, was elected head of the 
Italian American Federation and held the position for several years, 
explaining the paisan reference in the first sentence. Dear Rose Marie 
passed away in 1999, but he maintained his duties to the church well 
into his eighties when he finally was able to say NO. 

George was a beacon in the parish. Always sporting a huge smile, he 
never met a stranger and within a few moments, you felt like youôd 
known George forever. His smile, his service, his sincerity will be 
missed. We laid George to rest last month but that smile still glows at 
Our Lady of  Lourdes. George, rest in peace. You deserve it.
