Fourth Sunday of Lent

Reading | 2cnr36:14-16, 1923 In those days, all the princes of
Judah, the priests, and the people added infidelity to infidel-
ity practicing all the abominations of the nations and polluting
the LORD’s temple which he had consecrated in Jerusalem.

Early and often did the LORD, the God of their fathers, send his & 5‘ ;

messengers to them, for he had compassion on his people and
his dwelling place. But they mocked the messengers of

DAYS OF FAST — Ash Wednesday and Good Friday: Limit one full meal on these
days for all who are 18 years old, but not yet 60 years old. Two other meatless
meals may be taken, but together should not equal a full meal. Eating between

meals is not permitted.

DAYS OF ABSTINENCE FROM MEAT - ALL Fridays of Lent: An obligation

for those who are 14 years old and up.

WEEKDAYS OF LENT - There is no longer an obligation to fast, however, volun-
tary acts of self-denial and charity are recommended.

EASTER DUTY - The obligation to receive Communion at least once a year, dur-
ing the Easter Season. This obligation may be fulfilled between the first Sunday of
Lent and Trinity Sunday, May 30th.
