La primera lectura de hoy describe el mandato de Dios a Abraham
de ofrecer a lIsaac, el hijo de su vejez, como sacrificio.
Obedeciendo el mandato, Abraham lleva a lIsaac al lugar del
sacrificio y lo ata (Akedah), una palabra que no se encuentra en
ningun otro lugar de la Biblia. El &ngel del Sefior le pide a
Abraham que detenga su mano y se ofrece un carnero en lugar de
Isaac. EI Akedah se convirtié en el pensamiento judio en el
ejemplo supremo de autosacrificio en obediencia a la voluntad de
Dios y el simbolo del martirio judio a lo largo de los siglos.

Existe una tradicion judia que dice que el Templo fue construido
en el lugar donde tuvo lugar la Akedah. No hay més referencias a
la Akedah en la Biblia.

Los judios piadosos recitaban el pasaje de Akedah a diario v,
siguiendo esta costumbre, el pasaje esta impreso en muchos libros
de oraciones como parte del servicio matutino.

La opinion se encuentra en el Midrash de que Isaac tenia 37 afios
en el momento de la Akedah.

San Jose: Padre en la ternura

B Mussei Vaticand

La historia de la salvacion se cumple creyendo «contra toda
esperanza» (Rm4,18) a través de nuestras debilidades.
Muchas veces pensamos que Dios se basa s6lo en la parte
buenay vencedora de nosotros, cuando en realidad la mayoria
de sus designios se realizan a través y a pesar de nuestra
debilidad. Esto es lo que hace que san Pablo diga: «Para que
no me engria tengo una espina clavada en el cuerpo, un
emisario de Satands que me golpea para que no me engria.
Tres veces le he pedido al Sefior que la aparte de mi, y él me
ha dicho: “jTe basta mi gracia!, porque mi poder se manifiesta
plenamente en la debilidad”» (2 Co 12,7-9).

Si esta es la perspectiva de la economia de la salvacion,
debemos aprender a aceptar nuestra debilidad con intensa
ternura[12].

El Maligno nos hace mirar nuestra fragilidad con un juicio
negativo, mientras que el Espiritu la saca a la luz con ternura.
La ternura es el mejor modo para tocar lo que es fragil en
nosotros. El dedo que sefiala y el juicio que hacemos de los
demas son a menudo un signo de nuestra incapacidad para
aceptar nuestra propia debilidad, nuestra propia fragilidad.
S6lo la ternura nos salvard de la obra del Acusador
(cf. Ap 12,10). Por esta razon es importante encontrarnos con
la Misericordia de Dios, especialmente en el sacramento de la
Reconciliacidn, teniendo una experiencia de verdad y ternura.
Paraddjicamente, incluso el Maligno puede decirnos la
verdad, pero, si lo hace, es para condenarnos. Sabemos, sin
embargo, que la Verdad que viene de Dios no nos condena,
sino que nos acoge, nos abraza, nos sostiene, nos perdona. La
Verdad siempre se nos presenta como el Padre misericordioso
de la pardbola (cf. Lc 15,11-32): viene a nuestro encuentro,
nos devuelve la dignidad, nos pone nuevamente de pie,
celebra con nosotros, porque «mi hijo estaba muerto y ha
vuelto a la vida, estaba perdido y ha sido encontrado» (v. 24).

También a través de la angustia de José pasa la voluntad de
Dios, su historia, su proyecto. Asi, José nos ensefia que tener
fe en Dios incluye ademas creer que El puede actuar incluso a
través de nuestros miedos, de nuestras fragilidades, de nuestra
debilidad. Y nos ensefia que, en medio de las tormentas de la
vida, no debemos tener miedo de ceder a Dios el timon de
nuestra barca. A veces, nosotros quisiéramos tener todo bajo
control, pero El tiene siempre una mirada mas amplia.
