Courage of a Christian

Prophetic witnessing, an integral part of Christian vocation stems 

from our baptism in Christ. Through our common baptism, we 

share in the Priestly, Kingly, and Prophetic ministry of Christ 

Jesus, the Sacrament of God. When the waters of baptism are 

poured upon us, we are cleansed and forgiven of our 

contamination from original sin and defilements of sins of 

commission. This denotes our renunciation of Satan, his works, 

and empty show. The Chrism oil is placed on our heads to signify 

our configuration to Christ. Our baptismal vows challenge us to live 

for Christ, speak and teach for Christ, feed, and heal for Christ. To 

be another Christ is both a vocation and a mission. In our trials 

and temptations arising from relationships, daily living and 

struggles, challenges come our way that make us less prophetic in 

discharging these baptismal promises.

Peter struggled likewise but after his post resurrection 

reconciliation with Christ, the new Peter was not going to let 

anything come between him and preaching whom he had 

encountered, the Risen Christ. The Easter kerygma of Peter offers 

us some insights as to how to overcome fear and witness with 

courage. No number of incarcerations and physical manhandling 

could intimidate him and the other apostles. His proclamation to 

his Jewish community that the crucified, risen Christ is both Lord 

and Christ, and same as the long-awaited Son of David, enthralled 

his audience. In reply to their question, “What are we to do?’ Peter 

told them to repent and be baptized to be saved.

In practical life, we are confronted with the systematic denial of 

God, and promotion of anti-Christian values in the public sphere. 

Peter urges us in the second reading today that it is a grace before 

God to suffer for doing what is good because Christ left us an 

example. In our daily living, suffering and dying, Christ is the model 

for our belief and behavior. Peter’s Easter Catechesis is a 

reminder of the ongoing formation in the life of Christ that 

Christians need for witnessing in the world of today. St. Paul 

admonishes Timothy to preach for the value of knowing that the 

Spirit he has received is not of cowardice. “I am reminding you to 

fan into flame the gift that God gave you when I laid my hands on 

you. God’s gift was not a spirit of timidity but the Spirit of power, 

and love, and self-control; so you are never to be ashamed of 

witnessing to the Lord” (2 Tim 1:7).

If the apostles who were considered illiterates in their own time 

could shake up the entire nation and change the world with the 

gospel of Christ, what are we doing with our positions, knowledge, 

degrees, specialties, skills, and expertise? Have Christians chosen 

to be on the sideline of human history? Have we allowed our 

worldly philosophies, ideologies, and ambitions to overshadow our 

vocations as Christians and becloud our baptismal promises? May 

the spirit of God you received on your day of baptism and 

consolidated in Confirmation never be in vain as you courageously 

manifest to our world that Christ Jesus is risen from the dead and 

lives forever. How we evaluate our discipleship, pray, witness, and 

be another Christ to others in these uncertain times is critical.

Post resurrection appearances and encounters of Jesus with his 

followers provided the impetus and drive for post resurrection 

evangelism. Marginal Christianity and discipleship are a strange 

combination. More importantly, the words of our beloved St. 

Francis of Assisi helps us to understand the intrinsic character of 

our vocation as Christians, “Preach the Good News always, if 

necessary, use words.” It is a sacred mandate and duty.

On March 31, 2020 the Governor of Texas issued an 

Executive Order, viewing religious services as essential. 

Therefore, at this time, in consultation with local authorities, 

and out of a desire to help combat the virus and limit the 

flock from exposure or risk, aware that many events by their 

nature attract large numbers of people, I hereby decree the 

following: 

� Public Masses remain temporarily suspended. As 

public Masses draw large crowds, Masses and other 

devotions will continue to be livestreamed where 

possible. In addition to parishes, the Diocese continues 

to broadcast live masses and recorded events on the 

Diocese of Dallas website and local television. During 

such Masses, there will be an act of spiritual 

communion.

� All Catholics of the Diocese of Dallas remain 

dispensed from the obligation to attend Mass “on 

Sundays and other holy days of Obligation” (canon 

1247).

� There are to be no scheduled gatherings at the 

church or on church grounds during this time period, 

although the church building may remain physically 

open at times during the daytime hours if this is 

practicable.

� Scheduled Confessions at the church, which can 

cause groups to form large lines, remain temporarily 

suspended. An individual may request the Sacrament 

of Penance (confession) and /or Anointing of the Sick if 

they are truly in dire need.  Call Delia Garcia at 972-298

-4971 ext. 311 to make an appointment.  During this 

time, the faithful should make  Perfect Contrition.

� Funeral services will be limited to a graveside service 

with immediate family only and are not to exceed 10 

people in total, including the minister and the funeral 

director staff. 

� Memorial Masses will be celebrated at a later date 

once the crisis passes. 

� Wakes and Viewings will not be possible at this time. 

This Decree remains in effect until May 1, 2020 unless it 

is modified or revoked.
