Know Your Faith 
John Chrysostom [c. 349 ï 407], Archbishop of 
Constantinople, was an important Early Church 
Father. He is known for his preaching and public 
speaking, and for his ascetic sensibilities. The 
epithet ɉɟɡůɧůŰɞɛɞɠ (Chrysostomos, anglicized 
as Chrysostom) means čgolden-mouthedĎ in 
Greek and denotes his eloquence.  
John was ordained a presbyter (priest) in 386. In 
Antioch, over the course of twelve years (386–
397), John gained popularity because of the 
eloquence of his public speaking at Antioch's 
cathedral. He called upon the rich to lay aside 
materialism in favor of helping the poor, often 
employing all of his rhetorical skills to shame 
wealthy people to abandon conspicuous 
consumption:  
 čDo you pay such honor to your excrements as 
 to receive them into a silver chamber-pot when 
 another man made in the image of God is 
 perishing in the cold?Ď  
His straightforward understanding of the 
Scriptures meant that his talks were practical, 
explaining the Bible's application to everyday life. 
Such straightforward preaching helped 
Chrysostom to garner popular support.  
Beyond his preaching, the other lasting legacy of 
John is his influence on Christian liturgy. He 
revised the prayers and rubrics of the Divine 
Liturgy, or celebration of the Holy Eucharist. To 
this day, Eastern Orthodox and Eastern Catholic 
Churches of the Byzantine Rite typically celebrate 
the Divine Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom as the 
normal Eucharistic liturgy, although his exact 
connection with it remains a matter of debate.

Celebrated on 14 September, the Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy 
Cross, called čCrouchmasĎ (for čCross MassĎ) or "Roodmas,Ď recalls 
three events: the finding of the True Cross by Saint Helena, the mother 
of the emperor Constantine; the dedication of churches built by 
Constantine on the site of the Holy Sepulchre and Mount Calvary; and 
the restoration of the True Cross to Jerusalem in AD 629. 
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
