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EUCHARISTIC CHURCH! 
“Blessed are you among women, 

and blessed is the fruit of your womb.” Luke 1:41 
 
 
 
 

◊ Today we celebrate the Blessed Virgin Mary on this Solemnity of her Assumption. Many have 
called her the first “tabernacle” since Christ was incarnate in her womb and she carried 
Christ within her.  

 
◊ In what way are we tabernacles of Christ after receiving the Eucharist? What does it mean to 

carry Christ within us as Eucharistic people? In the Gospel story today, the Virgin Mary 
shows us what that means. 

 
◊ To be filled with Christ’s life as if a tabernacle means to live Christ’s love in action. The Eu-

charist is not an object of devotion but a subject of love. The action of the Eucharist is Christ’s 
self-giving or sacrifice.  

 
◊ To carry the living Christ within us means offering our lives in union with Christ to the Fa-

ther in a self-giving and generous way. To live the Eucharist means to love in this way. 
 
◊ Through this Eucharist, may the Holy Spirit push us and transform us that we might love in a 

Eucharistic way everywhere we go.  
 
 

How is Christ present in the Eucharist? 
Transubstantiation means the change of the whole substance of bread into the sub-
stance of the Body of Christ and of the whole substance of wine into the substance 
of his Blood. This change is brought about in the Eucharistic prayer through the ef-
ficacy of the word of Christ and by the action of the Holy Spirit. However, the out-
ward characteristics of bread and wine, that is the “Eucharistic species”, remain 
unaltered.
