First Reading      Ex 17:3-7 

In those days, in their thirst for water, the people grumbled against Moses, saying, ñWhy did you ever make us leave Egypt? Was 
it just to have us die here of thirst with our children and our livestock?ò So Moses cried out to the LORD, ñWhat shall I do with 
this people? a little more and they will stone me!ò The LORD answered Moses, ñGo over there in front of the people, along with 
some of the elders of Israel, holding in your hand, as you go, the staff with which you struck the river. I will be standing there in 
front of you on the rock in Horeb. Strike the rock, and the water will flow from it for the people to drink.ò This Moses did, in the 
presence of the elders of Israel. The place was called Massah and Meribah, because the Israelites quarreled there and tested the 

LORD, saying, ñIs the LORD in our midst or not?ò

Second Reading      Rom 5:1-2, 5-8 

Brothers and sisters: Since we have been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom 
we have gained access by faith to this grace in which we stand, and we boast in hope of the glory of God. And hope does not dis-
appoint, because the love of God has been poured out into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given to us. For Christ, 
while we were still helpless, died at the appointed time for the ungodly. Indeed, only with difficulty does one die for a just per-
son, though perhaps for a good person one might even find courage to die. But God proves his love for us in that while we were 
still sinners Christ died for us. 

Gospel       Jn 4:5-15, 19b-26, 39a, 40-42                                                            
Jesus came to a town of Samaria called Sychar, near the plot of land that Jacob had given to his son Joseph. Jacobôs well was there. Jesus, 
tired from his journey, sat down there at the well. It was about noon. A woman of Samaria came to draw water. Jesus said to her, ñGive me 
a drink.ò His disciples had gone into the town to buy food. The Samaritan woman said to him, ñHow can you, a Jew, ask me, a Samaritan 
woman, for a drink?òðFor Jews use nothing in common with Samaritans. ðJesus answered and said to her, ñIf you knew the gift of God 
and who is saying to you, óGive me a drink, óyou would have asked him and he would have given you living water.ò The woman said to 
him, ñSir, you do not even have a bucket and the cistern is deep; where then can you get this living water? Are you greater than our father 
Jacob, who gave us this cistern and drank from it himself with his children and his flocks?ò Jesus answered and said to her, ñEveryone who 
drinks this water will be thirsty again; but whoever drinks the water I shall give will never thirst; the water I shall give will become in him 
a spring of water welling up to eternal life.ò The woman said to him, ñSir, give me this water, so that I may not be thirsty or have to keep 
coming here to draw water. ñI can see that you are a prophet. Our ancestors worshiped on this mountain; but you people say that the place 
to worship is in Jerusalem.ò Jesus said to her, ñBelieve me, woman, the hour is coming when you will worship the Father neither on this 
mountain nor in Jerusalem. You people worship what you do not understand; we worship what we understand, because salvation is from 
the Jews. But the hour is coming, and is now here, when true worshipers will worship the Father in Spirit and truth; and indeed the Father 
seeks such people to worship him. God is Spirit, and those who worship him must worship in Spirit and truth.ò The woman said to him, ñI 
know that the Messiah is coming, the one called the Christ; when he comes, he will tell us everything.ò Jesus said to her, ñI am he, the one 
who is speaking with you.ò Many of the Samaritans of that town began to believe in him. When the Samaritans came to him, they invited 
him to stay with them; and he stayed there two days. Many more began to believe in him because of his word, and they said to the wom-
an,  ñWe no longer believe because of your word; for we have heard for ourselves, and we know that this is truly the savior of the world.ò

Pensamientos/Reflexiones sobre el Evangelio de esta semana 
 

Al llegar a Jerusal®n, Jes¼s entr· en los patios del templo y comenz· a expulsar a los que estaban comprando y 
vendiendo all². Volc· las mesas de los cambistas y los bancos de los que vend²an palomas, y no permiti· que nadie 
llevara mercader²a por los patios del templo. 

El Jes¼s del que escuchamos en el Evangelio de hoy no es el Jes¼s manso y gentil de la Escuela Dominical cuyo 
retrato puede colgar en nuestros hogares. Reconciliar a un Jes¼s enojado puede ser dif²cil. A menudo reflejamos 
ira en nuestras vidas, de aquellos a quienes amamos, y nos resulta dif²cil entender c·mo Jes¼s estaba enojado. 

àC·mo reconciliamos la ira y las acciones de Jes¼s en nuestras mentes y corazones? Incluso si tenemos un enten-
dimiento cerebral de que hay una ira justa y apropiada como se menciona en las Escrituras y se muestra por Cristo 
en este pasaje; todav²a podemos luchar con esto. àC·mo podemos controlar nuestro enojo y aun as² expresarlo 
"con rectitud"? 

Mire a Jes¼s en busca de claridad. En este pasaje, Jes¼s defiende todas las cosas santas. Estaba tratando de inculcar 
en las personas la santidad de Dios y su templo. Su ira era justa e impecablemente justa. La reuni·n en el templo 
nos da una peque¶a idea de la mente de Dios. Dios es celoso de la justicia y se indigna cuando los pecadores piso-
tean su santidad. 

àC·mo seguimos el ejemplo de Cristo? Deseamos ser los que estamos "candentes" para Dios frente a los injustos. 
Como cristianos, es apropiado estar enojado por nuestro propio pecado. El mal deber²a enfurecernos. Sin embargo, 
no importa cu§nto lo intentemos, continuaremos luchando con la ira justa, as² como con el miedo y la duda. Pero 
debemos continuar agradeciendo a Dios por su gracia y misericordia, incluso si profanamos su templo y lo usamos 
para beneficio personal mundano. 

Para esto naci· Cristo. Por esto, Cristo fue crucificado. Por esto, Cristo resucit· de la tumba.
