““And Peter said to them, ‘Repent, and be baptized, every one 
of you, in the name of Jesus Christ…”                      (Acts 2:38)  
 
The word “repent” means to turn from sin, to change our ac-
tions. Change that is permanent comes from within. It requires 
prayer, discipline, and perseverance. Change is also hard. We 
have to recognize that we are broken and need help. The good 
news - we are not alone in our journey. Ask Jesus daily for 
guidance and patiently listen for his response.    

Reflecting on God’s Word 
 

At the end of the day, shepherds would bring their sheep to a com-
mon sheepfold. Leading them through a gate that was guarded during 
the night.  Shepherds would give names to their sheep and call to 
them when the daylight came, leading them back out to pasture.  
Because the sheep recognized the shepherd’s voice there was no mix-
up with sheep that belonged to others. 
 
The idea that shepherds had a name for each of their sheep brings 
home the difference between a good shepherd and a stranger.  The 
good shepherd was concerned not only for the flock but for each 
sheep in it.  He knew them and they knew him.  “They will not follow 
a stranger; they will run away from him, because they do not recog-
nize the voice of strangers” (John 10:5).   
 
There are two words in Greek for “good “-  Agathos and Kalos. 
Agathos refers to moral goodness, as in being a “good person.”  Ka-
los refers to being “good at” something.  Certainly Jesus is the Good 
Shepherd in both senses, but, the word used here is kalos, emphasiz-
ing his being “good at” shepherding. 
 
Jesus knows his sheep by name, leads them to safety when darkness 
falls and returns them to pasture.  He was willing to lay down his life 
for them.  Most comforting of all, he came to then and comes now so 
we might have life and have it more abundantly.  This image chal-
lenges all who have been called to be shepherds in today’s church, to 
be good shepherds and to be good shepherding.

Pope Francis’ Secrets  
for Happiness: 
 

Respect and take care  
of nature 
 
We are the stewards of God’s creation,  
and we have a responsibility to preserve  
and protect it—not just for ourselves,  
but for future generations—including  
clean air and water, wetlands and forests,  
and farm lands and natural resources.  Pope Francis asks the 
question: “isn't humanity committing suicide with this indis-
criminate and tyrannical use of nature?” We can start in our 
own homes, schools, and workplaces by recycling, reusing , 
and cutting back on pollutants and waste.  Our personal cam-
paign to respect and care for nature brings happiness, because 
we know that we are taking time and important steps to respect 
and preserve our environment.  

 
What is something that you can do to become  

a better steward of God’s creation? 

Living God's Word 
 

Jesus not only searches us out, 
but he “bore our sins in his body 
upon the cross so that, free from 
sin, we might live for righteous-
ness” (1 Peter 2:24). We praise the 
Father for giving us Jesus as “the 

shepherd and guardian of our souls”  and we pray 
for all who minister to God’s people (2:25). 

Following the Good Shepherd 
 The joyful tone of the past three Sundays of Easter 
is a little darker today.  All three readings remind us of 
suffering, death, and sin.  We, like Peter’s audience in the 
first reading, can ask, “what are we to do?” And the an-
swer will be the same: we must reform.  Or as Peter says 
in his first letter, we have strayed like sheep and must 
return to the shepherd. 
 Jesus describes himself as a shepherd in todays 
Gospel, and we know it was one of the earliest images of 
Christ in the apostolic church,  Today’s passage contin-
ues the darker theme of the first two readings.  Danger 
lurks and the sheep need protection.  They might follow a 
false leader; they might be stolen or destroyed.  Only in 
Jesus Christ will we be safe.  Only in him will we have 
eternal life.
