The Queenship of Mary

When Pope Pius XII instituted the Feast of the Queenship of Mary
in 1954, it was celebrated on May 31, which is now the Visitation
of Elizabeth by Mary. When Pope Paul VI promulgated the current
Roman Calendar in 1969, this feast was transferred to August 22 to
close the octave or eight-day celebration of Mary’s Assumption.
These two Marian Feasts — Her Assumption into Heaven which we
celebrated last week, and her Queenship or Coronation this week
are very Christ-centered celebrations. Without Christ the King,
there could be no Queenship of Mary. Incidentally, in ancient
times, the Queen was not the King’s wife it was the King’s mother.
Mary’s Queenship highlights her dignity and full glorification. In
Mary’s Queenship we see the fulfillment of the promise made to
all her Son’s disciples, “If we persevere, we shall also reign with
Him.” (2 Timothy 2:11). She who cared for the Infant Christ and
taught Him to know, love and serve God, and who even stood be-
neath His cross to ease His dying pain, deserves the great honor of
“reigning with Christ.” As mother of the messianic King who now
sits on the throne of David and rules over His Kingdom, the
Church declares Mary to be our Queen and mother. Since Mary is
“the lowly handmaid,” who was raised to glory, according to her
Son’s promise, “those who humble themselves shall be exalted.”
From her place at her Son’s side, Mary now intercedes for the
Church with a mother’s love. The Church first experienced Mary’s
powerful intercession in the Upper Room, where she gathered with
the Apostles to await the promised gift of the Holy Spirit. After the
Holy Spirit descended on them at Pentecost, scripture falls silent
on Mary’s role in the Church but our Catholic Tradition has always
taught that Mary remains with the Church, “following its progress
homeward until the day of the Lord dawns in splendor.” How can
we be sure of this? As her Son hung upon the Cross, He saw His
mother and the disciple whom He loved. Jesus said to His mother,
“Woman, behold your son.” Then He said to the disciple, “Behold,
your mother.” St. John’s Gospel, chapter 19 verse 27 then adds,
‘And from that hour on the disciple took her into his home.” Jesus
meant these words for us! Have you taken Mary into your home?

What is a votive candle? The act of lighting a candle
when offering a special prayer has long been a cherished
tradition. As a way to help advance the works of the
Church and to offer a sacrifice to Christ, it has been cus-
tomary to give an offering for the candle. The word votive
comes from the Latin verb voveo, meaning I desire. It
signifies an offering in which a gift is linked with a prayer
intention, as a sacrificial dedication of oneself to God,
submission to His will, and reliance on His mercy and
providence. Essentially, a votive candle is a sentinel that
we leave burning heavenward at a sacred place as a visu-
al sign of our prayer of thanks or request.

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Monks Slain in Algeria

The Eucharist is not a memory of the past; it is the real pres-
ence of Christ that explains the self-giving of martyrs, like
that of the Trappist monks who died in Algeria over 20 years
ago, explained Cardinal Philippe Barbarin. The archbishop
of Lyons spoke Tuesday, June 17, 2008 at the International
Eucharistic Congress, which took place in Quebec, about the
sacrifice of the 19 sons of the Church killed in the 1990s, in
the midst of Islamic fundamentalist violence in Algeria. In
particular, he attributed to the Eucharist the motivation that
brought these monks from Tibhirine monastery to give their
lives. They were assassinated in the spring of 1996, after
having decided to stay among the Algerians despite knowing
that they would probably be killed. "Their presence was a
simple, discreet offering, understood by everyone," Cardinal
Barbarin said. "And their sacrifice has touched the entire
world. To present Christianity without the cross, or to speak
of the Eucharistic sacrifice without mentioning the extent to
which it could lead us would be a lie."

The cardinal noted how many members of the Church
continue to live in daily danger. He spoke of Archbishop
Henri Teissier, who retired last month from the archbishopric
of Algiers, saying he has been in danger every day for more
than 15 years. "In this spiritual environment, he celebrates
the Eucharist every day," Cardinal Barbarin noted. “And like
him, the Christian martyrs of Algeria gave their lives because
of evangelical fidelity to a people to which God had sent
them to serve and love,” he added. The cardinal cited the
writings of Father Christian de Chergé, the prior of Tibhirine,
slain in 1996, who said, "If one day | am a victim of terrorism,
| would like for my community, my Church and my family to
remember my life as having been surrender to God and to
this country (Algeria)."

"He must have thought frequently of the Algerians," Car-
dinal Barbarin suggested, "when he said the words of the
consecration, 'This is my body which will be given up for
you." All of them had learned Arabic. Brother Luc, a monk
and doctor, the oldest member of the community of Tibhirine,
took care of the sick of the region without charge. When the
environment got dangerous, they decided to stay.” “Bishop
Pierre Claverie of Oran explained this, shortly before being
assassinated himself in the autumn of the same year, 1996:
'So that love vanquishes hate, one must love to the point of
giving one's life in the daily combat from which Jesus himself
did not escape unscathed."”

"After his assassination, not one woman religious, not one
priest, not one lay person abandoned his post in the Diocese
of Oran, conforming with what he had written: 'We have es-
tablished here bonds with the Algerians that no one could
destroy, not even death. In this, we are disciples of Jesus,
nothing more.” This attitude of disciples -- after 20 centuries -
- helps us to understand the Eucharist of the Lord."

DID YOU KNow?

The Hero of the Battle of New Orleans, General Andrew Jack-
son, paid tribute to Our Lady after that great battle had been
won. The wives of the soldiers, together with the Ursuline
nuns, kept an all night vigil in the Ursuline convent chapel,
praying to “Our Lady of Prompt Succor.” At Mass the next
day, a courier informed the women that the battle was won -
and with few casualties on the American side. General Jackson
believed the victory was by divine intervention, and came with
his entourage to thank the nuns and Our Lady.

Presidential vetoes we understand. But imagine vetoing a
papal election! Yet in the conclave of 1903, the Archbish-
op of Cracow (ironically, a predecessor in that office of
Karol Wojtyla, the future John Paul II) vetoed the leading
candidate on the order of the Austro-Hungarian emperor.
Instead, the cardinals elected Giuseppe Sarto of Venice as
Pius X, the first pope, after a succession of nobles and
diplomats, to hail from humble origins. Nor did the papa-
cy alter his endearing simplicity. Tailors eventually made
his cassock cuffs detachable because he absentmindedly
wiped his fountain pen on them, forgetting that his old
black cassock had been replaced by papal white! Taking
as his motto “To restore all things in Christ” (Ephesians
1:10), Pius condemned the theological innovations called
“modernism,” yet dramatically altered the then-common
practice whereby people rarely received Communion for
fear of unworthiness, mandating early First Communion
and urging everyone to frequent reception. Refusing to
bless troops assembled in Saint Peter’s Square—*I bless
peace, not war!”—he died brokenhearted as World War I
engulfed Christian Europe despite his peacemaking ef-
forts.

DID YOU KNow?

That the beverage cappuccino owes its name to an order
of friars? The Capuchin order of Friars, established after
1525, played an important role in bringing Catholicism back
to Reformation Europe. Its Italian name came from the
long pointed cowl, or cappuccino, derived from cappuccio,
“hood”, that was worn as part of the order’'s habit. The
French version of cappuccino was capuchin, from which
came the English Capuchin. The name of this pious order
was later used to name a type of monkey with a tuft of
black cowl like hair. In Italian cappuccino went on to devel-
op another sense, espresso coffee mixed or topped with
steamed milk or cream, so called because the color of the
coffee resembled the color of the habit of a Capuchin friar.
