Background Information on PA House Bill 1947 
 

On April 12, 2016, the Pennsylvania House of Representatives voted 180-15 to eliminate the criminal statute of 
limitations on child sexual abuse and to extend the civil statute of limitations for victims from age 30 to age 50.  
The bill also allows for civil lawsuits to be filed retroactively for cases in which the victim is now between 30 and 
50 years old.  However, this bill will not apply equally to Private and Public entities, for there are special 
protections and exemptions for abuse that happened in public schools and government-run programs.  These special 
exemptions are for the protection of the public institution, not for our children, and thus the bill excludes the 
majority of survivors of abuse.  It is important that you understand the key issues involved in this legislation, which 
is scheduled to come up for vote in the PA Senate when they reconvene in June, especially since the majority of our 
children go to public schools.   
 

Why does the Church oppose this specific legislation? 
· As a matter of public record, the vast majority of institutional child abuse cases occur in public schools, yet 

the bill as currently written treats victims from public entities, where the majority of our children go, 
differently from those from private entities. 

· The Church does not oppose eliminating the criminal statute of limitations for child sexual abuse. All 
sexual predators should be punished by the law. Criminal cases do have checks and balances built into the 
system and require a burden of proof beyond reasonable doubt. 

· In civil cases there is a lesser burden of proof needed for conviction, so statutes of limitations are just.   
· Removing a fair and reasonable civil statute of limitations from our judicial system would make it 

impossible for any organization that cares for children to defend itself in court years later.  
· Also in civil cases, suits can be filed not only against an individual, but also against a third party such as 

that person’s employer, even if the alleged abuser is deceased, potential witnesses are no longer accessible, 
and/or clear evidence is long gone.  

· House Bill 1947 unfairly targets private and religious organizations.  The retroactive portion of the 
legislation would apply only to private or non-profit institutions.  Government institutions such as public 
schools and juvenile facilities are protected from certain lawsuits under a legal doctrine called sovereign 
immunity.  Also, this Bill does not change the notice requirement for public entities, which is six months.  
Public entities can only be sued if the injured party gives the entity notice within 6 months after the injury. 

· In the end, the proposed legislation does nothing to enhance the security of young people today. 
 

What are statutes of limitations (SOL) and why are they needed?   
· A basic principle of American law, statutes of limitations ensure fairness in our legal system by requiring 

lawsuits to be filed in a timely manner, as it is a fact that it can be nearly impossible for an individual or an 
institution to defend against a lawsuit from many years past. 

· Over time witnesses’ memories become unreliable, evidence is lost, and witnesses that could establish the 
institution’s knowledge or lack of knowledge about a particular case may have died. 

 

How is the Church in Philadelphia Meeting the Needs of Child Abuse Victims and protecting children today? 
· The Church has a sincere commitment to care for the emotional and spiritual well-being of individuals who 

have been impacted by the crime of childhood sexual abuse, no matter how long ago it occurred. 
· The Church accepts its responsibility for the abuse that occurred in the past and will continue to support 

survivors as long as necessary.    
· The archdiocese is committed to the goal of protecting children and ending child sexual abuse by 

aggressively responding to allegations of sexual abuse; by carefully screening clergy, employees and 
volunteers; and by educating adults and children about the signs of abuse.      

· All of us are called to pray for the healing and recovery of survivors and their families.
