Opening the Word: 3rd Sunday of Advent (Year B) 
There are many paradoxes in our Christian Faith. For 
example, there are three Persons in one God; this God 
made something out of nothing; God's mother is one of his 
creations, etc. It can be easy to respond by simply ignoring 
the discrepancies. But these paradoxes are not meant to be 
ignored. They are mysteries of our Faith, not meant to be 
kept secret, but to be unveiled by God himself. 
One of the greatest mysteries of our Faith is that there can 
be profound joy even in the depths of the worst suffering, 
and this is the mystery that the Church draws to our 
attention on Gaudete Sunday. In the midst of a season of 
penance and waiting, we find ourselves celebrating a day 
completely devoted to joy! Listen to Dr. Tim Gray as he 
offers insights for the 3rd Sunday of Advent.

"It's beginning to look a lot like Christmas," or, at least that's 
the assumption based on that familiar holiday song. But 
what does that look like at your house? Most of us 
anticipate the great sales at the mall on the day after 
Thanksgiving, string lights on the outside of our house, and 
decorating the inside of our homes. But how exactly are we 
preparing our hearts for the greatest gift we've ever been 
given? Through an exploration of the mystery of the 
Incarnation, the Virgin Birth, and the events surrounding the 
arrival of Jesus, this Advent study offers an opportunity to 
experience the joy of the true meaning of Christmas.

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Pope Francis Names  
Archbishop Wilton Gregory a Cardinal  
On the morning of October 25, 2020, Pope Francis named 
Washington Archbishop Wilton Gregory a cardinal, along 
with 12 other new cardinals worldwide. He was elevated to 
the College of Cardinals at a November 28 consistory at the 
Vatican. Cardinal Wilton Gregory released the following 
statement on the news from the Vatican: "With a very 
grateful and humble heart, I thank Pope Francis for this 
appointment which will allow me to work more closely with 
him in caring for Christ's Church." Cardinal Gregory, 
installed as Washington's archbishop in May 2019, is the 
first African American to be elevated to the College of 
Cardinals. A native of Chicago, Cardinal Gregory turns 73 
this week on December 7th. Ordained a priest for the 
Archdiocese of Chicago in 1973, he served as a parish 
priest in Chicago, and was ordained an auxiliary bishop of 
Chicago in 1983. In 1994, Cardinal Gregory was installed 
as the bishop of Belleville, Illinois, where he served for 11 
years, and then as archbishop of Atlanta in 2005, before his 
appointment as archbishop of Washington in 2019. Join us 
in celebrating Cardinal Wilton D. Gregory!
