The Sign of Peace

“Greet one another with a holy kiss,” wrote Saint
Paul to the Corinthians (1 Corinthians 16:20), and
he said the same thing to other communities as
well. The holy kiss, the sign of peace, has been a
hallmark of Christians from the very beginning. In
giving and receiving the sign of peace, we are not
giving something of our own, but something that
Christ has given to us. “Peace | leave with you, my
peace | give to you,” Jesus told his disciples (John
14:27). Jesus comes to us when we gather together
in community. We celebrate the Eucharist not just
to receive spiritual nourishment to help us on our
solitary way to salvation, but to be transformed into
one body, the Body of Christ in the world. As we
receive the Eucharist, we are not only united to
Christ; we are united to each other. It is never easy
to live in community, and we hurt each other on the
way. So, we need to turn to each other in a sign of
reconciliation and forgiveness, to look into each
other’s eyes, and give and receive the peace that is
not ours, but Christ’s.
