Review your family rules 
 and safety plans 

 
      The start of a new school year is a 
great time to review your family’s 
rules and to go over safety plans for 
emergencies. Make sure all your 
children know what to do and who to 
contact if something is wrong. Go 
over the phone numbers they can 
call and what order to call them — 
911, a parent’s office or cell phone, a 
trusted neighbor or a family friend. 
Discuss where to find these numbers 
if they forget them. Create a code 
word that all family members will 
recognize to mean something is 
wrong or someone is in an 
uncomfortable or dangerous 
situation.
