Easter Sunday of the Resurrection of the Lord

If Christmas is the “most wonderful time of the year,” then
Easter is the most joyous, glorious, awesome time of the year! Really?
Today’s readings don’t exactly brim over with the kind of holiday cheer
we find at Christmas—except for the responsorial psalm, which admit-
tedly rings with gleeful joy. But otherwise, not so much. In the first
reading from the Acts of the Apostles, Peter gives a dry, condensed
rendering of the story of Jesus to a group of Gentiles in Caesarea. The
Colossians reading actually does have us looking forward to glory.
Most underwhelming, though, is the Gospel proclamation of the resur-
rection of Jesus Christ. When we want to hear about angels and earth-
quakes and trumpets and glory, we hear about a dark, silent, empty
tomb. This Easter Sunday story from John’s Gospel is startling in its
emptiness. Like Peter in the story, we must enter into this mystery.

THE MYSTERY OF EMPTINESS

Christ is risen! He is risen, indeed! This Paschal greeting is
customary in Eastern Catholic and Orthodox churches on Easter Sun-
day. Then there is Saint Augustine’s acclamation of joy: We are an
Easter people and Alleluia is our song! However you express it, Easter
is the time for rejoicing because Jesus Christ, our friend and brother, is
risen from the dead. And yet today’s scriptures are less joyful than one
would expect for the most important feast in the Christian calendar.
Perhaps we are being asked to look deeper into the mystery of the Res-
urrection, just as Peter went into the tomb to look deeper into the mys-
tery of its emptiness.

Mary Magdalene, who loved the Lord so much that she risked
everything, possibly even her life, to go to the tomb before daybreak,
finds the stone rolled away and assumes that someone has taken Jesus’
body. Frightened and sad, she runs to tell Peter and John. They all run
back to the tomb, but what do they expect to see? Peter enters the tomb
and sees. John enters, sees, and believes. But what does he believe?
Scripture states, “For they did not yet understand the scripture that he
had to rise from the dead” (John 20:9). They went home, not really
knowing what had happened. But John “believed” something.

SOMETHING HAPPENED

What do we believe? Somewhere between that Easter morn-
ing and Peter’s confident teaching about Jesus in the reading from the
Acts of the Apostles, something (the Risen Christ) happened. Peter has
evolved from his bewilderment into a witness to the Resurrection.

What are we to find in the empty tomb? Maybe the Colos-
sians reading has an answer. By entering the empty tomb of our lives to
seek the Lord, we see, we believe, we die, to be raised with Christ. “For
you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God” (Colossians
3:3). And we will rise in glory with him.

Bishop’s Reflection April 2020

Dear Brothers and Sisters: Well, “How are we doing?”” Without a
doubt: “This is a Lent we will never forget!” Truly, this has been
a challenging time for all of us. As we continue this journey, we
need to remember that we are in this crisis together and Jesus is
with us in the midst of it all. We need to believe this and we to
trust him. As the stress level raises at home, work and ministry,
we must constantly circle back to Jesus. Parents, Jesus needs to
be the grounding for you as you face the daily struggles of
balancing your “altered” daily routine. Prayer will hold things
together. Parents, setting aside some prayer-time - “knee-time”
as a family must be a priority. Humbling ourselves before the
Lord, as a family, will bring a sense of peace and strength for
you at this time. This Sunday’s Gospel spoke of the raising of
Lazarus by Jesus. Jesus reminds us: He is the “Resurrection and
the Life!” We see in the Gospel, as Jesus approaches the tomb of
Lazarus, that the entrance has been sealed with a stone. Just as
we see the entrances of the Cathedral and our parish churches,
schools, businesses and places of your employment closed -
“sealed,” we are to be reassured that it is “temporary” - just as
that of the tomb of Jesus’ friend, Lazarus! The physical doors
might be closed, but Christ’s Church is not shutdown! All of us
are anxious to get back to a sense of “normal,” including myself.
As we have been physically separated from worshiping, praying
and celebrating the Sacraments as a community, we are still
united in prayer as the Body of Christ, the Church. Now is to the
time to build up and strengthen the “domestic church” which is
your home. It is there that the Faith is to be taught, shared and
lived! Throughout this time, be assured that God’s mercy and the
forgiveness of sin is not confined to the confessional, nor is the
desire to be “nourished” by Jesus only confined to the Eucharist.
The Lord is permitting us to be stretched in our faith and to reach
out to his mercy. These 40 days of Lent are giving us the grace to
“thirst and hunger” for the Lord in the Eucharist and the
Sacraments - “gifts” which are never to be taken for granted. As
we pray and wait for an end to this health crisis, we trust that this
“stone” will be rolled away. May we hear Jesus crying out our
names, in a loud voice, as he did with Lazarus. Let us listen and
respond to his call: “Come out!!” May the “stones” that are
separating us from our relationship with God, be removed as we
approach Easter. With that, the “binding” impact, which this
virus has had upon our lives, will be loosened and untied and,
then, we will be set free and restored with spiritual and physical
health! Our Lady of the Annunciation, pray for us God bless you.
