Spiritual Work of Mercy: Bearing Wrongs Patiently: Forgiveness is something 

many of us struggle with, frankly because we simply do not have God's inýnite 

mercy and compassion.  As followers of Christ, however, forgiveness is something 

we must do.  Forgiveness is an "act of the will", something we choose to do, 

meaning it is possible to forgive someone and at the same time to have feelings of 

anger, frustration, pain, etc. When we choose to forgive, we do not deny or forget 

what happened, but we choose not to let what happened bother us anymore.  We 

choose to not let it have power of us.  It is not an easy thing to do, but it is something we are called to 

do.  Jesus' forgiveness from the cross is our example for this.  In his human nature, I can imagine that 

it was not easy for Christ to forgive the men who just nailed him to the cross, but he did.  It is good 

for us to remember that God often uses us to show his mercy to others.  We can do many practical 

things to work at forgiveness, such as trying to let go of grudges, praying the Divine Mercy Chaplet, 

going to the Sacrament of Penance regularly.  It is much easier to forgive others when we ourselves 

know, in a tangible way, that we are regularly forgiven. 

Corporal Work of Mercy: Visiting Prisoners. It is sometimes hard for us to remember that prisoners 

are persons too.  It is easy for us to put them in a diʡerent class, or to look down on them, but they 

are also made in the image and likeness of God and deserve respect because of that.  No matter what 

someone has done, they deserve to hear the Word of God and to ýnd peace and forgiveness through 

it.  Some practical things we can do are to get involved in the Diocesan Prison and Jail Ministry.  

There are opportunities to bring communion, lead prayer or Bible studies, etc.  Opportunities are 

also available to help those who have been released reintegrate back into society through the GROW 

(Guiding Returning citizens to Our World) program.  More information can be found at
