Many of you have read, or at least heard of through the grapevine, the Oceanaôs 
Herald-Journal article from November ʰʵ titled Hart election worker claims 
ʰst Amendment rights violated. I wish to address the concept and 
understanding of the separation of church and state, especially as it relates to 
this incident. 

It seems to me that we have gone astray in our understanding of the political 
concept ñseparation of church and state.ò  According to what I have learned in 
my ʰʳ years of Catholic school education (K-ʵ, ʷyrs post high school) and ʵ 
years of public-school education (grades ʶ-ʰʱ) the original meaning of this 

concept is simply that the state, government, shall not pass any legislation that would establish a 
state religion or favor one religion over another. It was meant to keep the governmental powers 
neutral in terms of religion.  This is very diʡerent than the current concept, which to me seems to 
be this more or less: the state shall not pass legislation that would seem to establish, protect, 
acknowledge, favor, helpé any sort of religion, but especially Christianity.  The founding fathers of 
the United States, in general, were religious, and mostly all Christian.  They acknowledged God 
and his role in the world, and they understood the danger that came when church and state were 
so intertwined that they were one, which was and still is the case in the United Kingdom where the 
monarch is both head of state and head of church.  The goal was not to abolish religion and 
condemn it to a life of solitude behind closed doors, but rather to acknowledge that the state and 
church should not so intermingled.    

When I read about incidents such as this one here in Hart, I ýnd it quite disheartening. It is one 
thing if the competent authority has written a speciýc ñCode of Conductò that must be followed if 
one agrees to serve in any given capacity.  In that case, in accepting the position the individual 
would forfeit certain rights and agree to follow the code spelled out.  My understanding is that the 
city has no such publication/writing/policy thus defaulting to the federal one stating that no 
political material promoting or demoting a speciýc candidate or proposal is to be within a certain 
distance of the polling location. To say that the phrase in question ñMy heart will TRUST in you 
JESUSò equates to political speech is absurd.  If a person is to accept this assertion as true, then it 
would follow that this person believes Jesus to be a political ýgure, or at the very least as being
