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All You Need Is Love (Part Four). . . . �

If you belong to Amazon Prime they offer to donate a portion of what you spend to your favorite charity. You may even 

have heard the adage Millions for charity, not a penny for tribute Or, if you prefer Charity begins at home, I could rattle 

off at least a couple of dozen clichés like this, all of which employ a mistaken understanding of the word “charity.” As a 

result, when we hear the word in the Eucharistic Prayers at Mass, we tend to think of it in this colloquial sense.  But 

charity doesn’t mean anonymous donations to some benevolent cause.  In truth, it couldn’t be farther from that notion.�

�

The word “charity” actually comes from the Latin word caritas; and caritas in turn is the Latin version of the Greek word 

agape. And agape is the word most often used in the New Testament when Jesus or the apostles talk about love.�

�

Agape Is a self�giving love, it’s the highest form of love�a love that is interested only in the true happiness of the beloved, 

regardless of what it means for the lover personally. This is form of love that St. Thomas Aquinas had in mind when he 

defined love as “willing the good for the other.” Which means that ultimately, love is a choice�act of the will, not a pretty 

feeling or an intense emotion. “Greater love has no man, “Jesus famously said, “than to lay down his life for his 

friends” (and yes: He uses the word agape).�

�

We all like to flatter ourselves that there is at least someone we love with caritas of this sort�a son or daughter, perhaps. 

I’ll often hear it applied to soldiers putting themselves in harm’s way, or even of a dog who throws itself at a grizzly bear 

in defense of its master. But these aren’t quite right.  The soldier may be defending an ideal, a principle, or a way�of�life 

that he cherishes, but no one has caritas for anything so large and so abstract as one’s nation or way�of�life. Patriotism is 

its own fervor, seasoned with a healthy dose of storage. No one goes to war to die for his country; the soldier goes to war 

to fight for his country. He might be wiling to lay down his life for this nation, but he doesn’t expressly give his life in a 

deliberate act of self�annihilation. And in the case of the dog: the animal isn’t aware of its own mortality. It fights to 

protect its owner, without thought that it could be killed or even understanding what death is. �

�

I think at its most authentic, there’s nothing chivalrous about caritas; it’s not the grand gestures of a Sir Lancelot or Don 

Quixote. Purely speaking, caritas is the surrender to whatever is necessary for the loved one to flourish most fully.  In 

this regard, caritas can be the most agonizing sort of love, not the most blissful.  �

�

It’s the struggle of tearing apart form natural affections in order to achieve the highest good for the one we love. This is 

the Lord’s demand when He says that anyone who doesn’t despise father and mother, wife and children, brothers and 

sisters in preference to Him can’t be called His disciple. He’s not requiring us to actually hate those dearest to us, not in 

the sense of harboring poisonous feelings toward them. Rather, He’s insisting that love for Him�the Truth incarnate�has 

to take priority. There’s a total devotion in caritas that requires hard choices, because caritas isn’t content to do things by 

halves.  For this reason it can even be physically traumatic as the lover learns to cut out from his/her heart the pleasures 

of natural attachments and grows toward the absolute consummation of caritas. �

�

Fickle and scattershot as we are, caritas is not something we can sustain by our own powers. We may have flashes of it 

every now and then, it may catch us like a passing breeze carries a fallen leaf for a yard or two but human nature is far 

too weak and selfish to keep caritas up for long. It reminds me of something that Murray, on The Mary Tyler Moore 

Show, once said to Ted, after a fleeting display of integrity: When pigs fly, you don’t expect them to stay in the air very 

long. �

�

In order to abide continuously in caritas, we need the supernatural grace of our communion with God. This is what Jesus 

means when, in the gospel, He tells us that only those who abide in His love will bear much fruit. He equips us with the 

grace to love with this absolute love; and to provide an example in His earthly life He demonstrated for us what such 

caritas looks like.�

�

It’s the sacrifice of the Cross. Christ recognized that it was His Passion and death�and only His Passion and death�that 

was capable of breaking the chains of sin that would drag us human creatures down into the devil’s abyss. No one else 

could substitute for Him on that cross. No other event could suffice as an alternative path besides the Passion. And it was 

this recognition that spurred Him on to pour Himself out entirely as an oblation for us, without hesitation. This explains 

why there’s no contradiction between Mark’s gospel that has Jesus being “distressed and agitated” just before His arrest, 

and John’s account of His fearlessness before the patrols who came to cart Him off. He may have been disturbed to His 

very core at the price He was to pay, but He had no second thoughts about paying it.  In His humanity, Jesus quaked at 

love’s demands. But in His perfection, He stood unflinching in Pilate’s face. �

�

And this, my friends, is caritas.�

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Se você tem o Amazon Prime, eles oferecem doar uma parte do que você gasta para a sua instituição de caridade favorita. 

Você pode até ter ouvido a frase Milhões para caridade, nem um centavo para tributo.  Ou, se preferir, Caridade começa 

em casa. Eu poderia mencionar pelo menos algumas dezenas de clichês como este,em que os quais empregam um 

entendimento errado da palavra "caridade." Como resultado, quando ouvimos a palavra nas Orações Eucarísticas na 

Missa, tendemos a pensar nela num sentido coloquial. Mas caridade não significa doações anônimas para alguma causa 

benevolente. Na verdade, não poderia estar mais longe dessa noção.�

�

A palavra “caridade”, na verdade, vem da palavra latina caritas; e caritas, por sua vez, é a versão latina da obra grega 

ágape. E ágape é a palavra mais usada no Novo Testamento quando Jesus ou os apóstolos falam sobre amor.�

�

Ágape é um amor que se entrega, é a forma mais elevada de amor � um amor que está interessado apenas na verdadeira 

felicidade da pessoa amada, independentemente do que isso signifique pessoalmente para o amante. Esta é a forma de 

amor que Santo Tomás Aquino tinha em mente quando definiu o amor como “desejar o bem para o outro”. O que 

significa que, em última análise, o amor é um ato de escolha um ato de escolha,não um sentimento bonito ou uma emoção 

intensa. “Ninguém tem maior amor”, disse Jesus, “do que dar a vida pelos seus amigos” (e sim: ele usa a palavra ágape).�

�

Todos nós gostamos de nos gabar de que existe pelo menos alguém que amamos com caritas como talvez�um filho ou 

uma filha. Muitas vezes ouço isso a respeito dos soldados se colocando em perigo, ou mesmo de um cachorro que se atira 

a um urso em defesa do seu dono. Mas isso não está certo. O soldado pode estar defendendo um ideal, um princípio ou um 

modo de vida que ele preza, mas ninguém tem caritas para algo tão grande e abstrato como uma nação ou estilo de vida. O 

patriotismo é seu próprio fervor, temperado com uma boa dose de Storge. Ninguém vai para a guerra para morrer por seu 

país; o soldado vai para a guerra para lutar por seu país. Ele pode estar disposto a dar sua vida por esta nação, mas ele não 

dá expressamente sua vida em um ato deliberado de auto�aniquilação. E no caso do cachorro: o animal não tem 

consciência de sua própria mortalidade. Ele luta para proteger seu dono, sem pensar que poderia morrer ou mesmo 

entender o que é a morte.�

�

Eu acho que de forma mais autêntica, não há nada de cavalheirismo a respeito dos caritas; não são os gestos de um Sir 

Lancelot ou Don Quixote. Puramente falando, caritas é a entrega de tudo o que é necessário para que a pessoa amada 

floresça plenamente. Nesse sentido, caritas pode ser o tipo de amor mais angustiante, não o mais feliz.É a luta de 

separação às afeições naturais a fim de alcançar o bem maior para quem amamos. Esta é a exigência do Senhor quando 

Ele diz que qualquer pessoa que não despreza pai e mãe, esposa e filhos, irmãos e irmãs em preferência a Ele não pode ser 

chamado de Seu discípulo. Ele não está exigindo que realmente despresemos aqueles que são mais queridos para nós, não 

no sentido de nutrir sentimentos venenosos em relação a eles. Em vez disso, ele insiste que o amor por Ele � a Verdade 

encarnada � deve ter prioridade. Há uma devoção total na caritas que requer escolhas difíceis, porque a caritas não se 

contenta em fazer as coisas pela metade. Por esta razão, pode até ser fisicamente traumático quando o amante aprende a 

cortar de seu coração os prazeres dos apegos naturais e cresce em direção à consumação absoluta da caritas.�

Como somos inconstantes e dispersos, a caritas não é algo que possamos sustentar com nossos próprios poderes. Podemos 

ter reações disso de vez em quando, pode nos pegar como uma brisa que passa e que carrega uma folha caída por um ou 

dois metros, mas a nossa natureza humana é muito fraca e egoísta para manter a caritas no ar  por muito tempo. Isso me 

lembra algo que Murray, no The Mary Tyler Moore Show, certa vez disse ao Ted, após uma demonstração fugaz de 

integridade: Quando os porcos voam, você não espera que eles fiquem no ar por muito tempo.�

Para permanecer continuamente na caritas, precisamos da graça sobrenatural da nossa comunhão com Deus. Isso é o que 

Jesus quis dizer no evangelho, que somente aqueles que permanecem em Seu amor darão muito fruto. Ele nos prepara 

com a graça de amar com este amor absoluto; e para dar um exemplo em Sua vida terrena, Ele demonstrou para nós como 

é essa caritas.�

É o sacrifício da Cruz. Cristo reconheceu que foi a Sua Paixão e morte � e apenas a Sua Paixão e morte � que foi capaz de 

quebrar as correntes do pecado que nos arrastaria, criaturas humanas, para o abismo do inferno. Ninguém mais O poderia 

substituí�Lo naquela cruz. Nenhum outro evento poderia ser suficiente como um caminho alternativo além da Paixão. E 

foi esse reconhecimento que O impulsionou a se entregar inteiramente como uma oblação para nós, sem hesitação. Isso 

explica por que não há contradição entre o evangelho de Marcos, que mostra Jesus "angustiado e agitado" pouco antes de 

Sua prisão, e o relato de João sobre a Sua coragem diante das patrulhas que vieram para aprisiona�Lo. Ele pode ter ficado 

profundamente perturbado com o preço que deveria pagar, mas não hesitou em pagá�lo. Em Sua humanidade, Jesus 

estremeceu com as exigências do amor. Mas em Sua perfeição, Ele permaneceu inabalável no rosto de Pilatos.�

E isso, meus amigos, é caritas.                                                               � � � ctwÜx exÇ
