She said her 1 andl or d wWyosng adywehgve hetpedewho is unentpleyed and be-
hind $5,000 in rent, so advised us. She and apparently her landlord did not know the moratorium on evictions
had been extended in both the city and throughout the state until the end of June. But crunch time is here,
and the moratorium end is in sight.

Re-launching of the King County Eviction Prevention and Rent Assistance Program (EPRAP) is here. Pay-
ments are expected to commence sometime in April under this new program. The details are so complex they
cannot be covered in this page. However, very generally the most typical way that neighbors will be eligible is
that they will have at least one month of unpaid rent, and be either unemployed or 50% or more of their in-
come will be needed for rent. They also need cooperation from their landlords who must make certain rent
reduction concessions. Nevertheless, there are substantial funds available, and our neighbors should be ad-
visedtoaccess-ki ngcount y. g and/sad toiard signeum dn the King County Rental Assistance
Interest Form. C a v e a@Here will be way more demand than supply. So, in no way will it solve the looming
crisis of unpaid rent. It is just a substantial aid, and that is why we will need as much help as we can get to try
to save folks from an unsolvable situation, even homelessness.

Holy Week Greetings, St. Therese Family!

In the responsorial psalm for this Palm Sunday, we hear over and over some of the last words recited by
Jesus while he hung on the cross and knew his death was imminent: “My God, my God, wh

As we look back on this Lenten season, and even further on the past 13 months of our lives, | wonder how
many of us have had similar thoughts or uttered these same words? Why has God allowed this to happen?
Where is our God in the midst of all the suffering?

While the past year has challenged all of us in ways | cannot even imagine how to articulate here, | also firm-
ly believe that - just as in Jesus’ life-t her e i s no Resurrecté bhewet hsuhn

s e r v @unworld has been upended in the past year, yet as we approach Easter Sunday, there are so
many more signs of hope than last Easter. COVID-19 testing sites are closing and being transformed into
vaccination clinics. Transmission rates in our community are trending in the right direction. More children are
coming to school. More small businesses are opening back up to serve the wider community. And for us
sports fans, March Madness is filling us up and Mariners fans are going to be able to watch their team play
in-person in small numbers this spring....

Signs of hope are abound, but amidst the hope, we must not forget the suffering. We must not strive to re-
turn to “normal.” We must not get excited to simply slide back into our comfort zone and what is convenient
for us. Rather, the past year has placed the numerous injustices, inequities, and gaps in resources and ac-
cess to health care, education, and other essentials on an unignorable pedestal. Even in our own communi-
ty, we’ve been grateful to welcome more students to campus and are proud of the educational and learning
opportunities we have continued to provide over the past year, but we are also aware of the fact that tens of
thousands of local students and millions nationally have had far fewer learning and even social opportunities
through their schools. How do we reconcile the privileges in our own lives and community with the struggles
of others?

| believe the solution lies in this week’s SLEs. We are called to show courtesy, hospitality, and self-discipline
in our words and actions. This calls for humility. This calls for an awareness of the needs of others. This calls
for choosing to put others before ourselves, and to find our meaning n oit what we have, but in what we do
and how we treat others. From our faith history, we should look to the Apostles and early disciples and truly
witness how they navigated a post-crucifixion world with a Resurrection faith. We are called to be people of
hope; not just the hope of the clouds of heaven, but also the hope of the fruits of the earth. Jesus’ followers
were terrified when they witnessed Jesus’ suffering and death. They were divided amongst themselves.
They denied knowing him. However, when Mary Magdalene and the other women returned to the empty
tomb, hope was restored. Hope transformed the hearts, minds, and actions of the disciples. They fled their
isolation caused by the division of the crucifixion and ran to the beauty of community that the Resurrection
brought.

The early Christian communities were rooted in courtesy - every community member mattered, was valued,
and their dignity was celebrated and honored. Hospitality was a spiritual practice of all who joined the Chris-
tian community. All were welcome, and their possessions were held in common - the community and com-
mon good were far more important than any one individual. These Christians still had stories, their pasts
were not forgotten, and disagreements still emerged. However, instead of insisting on being right, our faith
calls us to be holy - this calls for self-discipline.

As we continue to journey through this historical moment and wrap up this Lenten season, let us truly exhibit

courtesy, hospitality, and self-discipline in all our encounters, and may God be glorified in our words and ac-
tions.
