Ezekiel is writing in exile. Nebuchadnezzar has put down a rebellion by the Jewish leaders and taken the royal 
house to Babylon, along with the priest Ezekiel and others of Jerusalemôs ruling class. Now the puppet king in 
Jerusalem is seeking Egyptôs aid in yet another rebellion, and Ezekiel is saying, no, what donôt you understand 
about the last rebellion? You have not atoned for your arrogant and idolatrous ways! Ruin is coming for you! In 
the end, however, God promises a new beginning. This promise is renewed almost 600 years later in Maryôs 
Canticle, where God promises to raise the lowly, bring down the rulers, and ñdisperse the arrogant of mind and 
heartò (Luke 1:51). 

In Chapter 7 of Fratelli Tutti, ñPaths of Renewed Encounter,ò Pope Francis cites the need to heal open social 
wounds and advises us to begin with the least: 

Building social friendship does not only call for rapprochement between groups who took different sides 
at some troubled period of history, but also for a renewed encounter with the most impoverished and 
vulnerable sector of society. For peace is not merely absence of war but a tireless commitment to recog-
nize, protect and concretely restore the dignity of our brothers and sisters, so that they can see them-
selves as the principal protagonists of the destiny of their nation.

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Hello, new friends!   
 
My name is Woody McCallister.  I was ordained to the priesthood by Archbishop Hunthausen in June of 

1991.  Since then, Iôve served as Parochial Vicar (ñhelper beeò) at St. Andrew (Sumner) and Ss. Cosmas and 

Damian (Orting) for 3 years, followed by a year as PV at St. John the Evangelist (Vancouver), then as Pastor 

for 6 years at St. Joseph (Lynden) and St. Peter (Deming), then for 12 years as Pastor at All Saints 

(Puyallup), and finally for 8 years as Pastor at Our Lady of Lourdes (Vancouver).  Now, it is my distinct honor, 

privilege, and joy to say ñYesò to the invitation to serve YOU as Pastor of St. Therese and Immaculate Con-

ception, here in Seattle.  I will be arriving soon, as my service to all of you is set to start on July 1st. 

 
I hope that we have MANY years to get to know each other, but here are a few things about my background 

and personal quirks to get that process started. 

1) I was born in Portland, Oregon, and spent my entire childhood in that area.  I have an older sister (one year older), a twin sister (2 

minutes older), a younger sister (2 years younger), and a baby brother (8 years younger, adopted a bit later in life).  My mother is 

still living, in a senior center in the Portland area.  I attended Catholic schools, and our family was very active in the life and minis-

tries of All Saints Parish (Portland). 

2) Since then, I have lived in many different places, and before seminary, I held an interesting variety of jobs.  Perhaps the most inter-

esting was the year I spent in China teaching English as a foreign language.  (This was through the ñVolunteers in Asiaò program at 

Stanford University, where I was studying Mechanical Engineering at the time.)  Yôall will get to know more details of my personal 

history as we gradually get to know one another better. 

3) My seminary formation happened in three different schools:  Mt. Angel Seminary College, University of Toronto, and the Catholic 

University of America.  I felt the beginning stirrings of a calling to ordained ministry while I was still an engineering student.  At first, 

all I knew was that I was in the wrong place, pursuing the wrong career.  So, I decided to take some time off from my studies and 

explore a wide array of options.  Through all those changes, the one constant was the joy and peace that I felt while participating in 

the life of my parish church.  Eventually, this led to seminary, then to ordination, and finally, at last, to YOU.  While I was in semi-

nary, I had the opportunity to explore ministry in parishes, on the OB/GYM floor of a major hospital and sweeping floors and wash-

ing dishes at a drop-in day shelter for homeless women in downtown Washington, DC. 

4) Although I find just about everybody and everything INTERESTING, some of my favorites are:  music (I play keyboards and a few 

other instruments, and can carry a tune reasonably well when asked to sing), cooking/eating (I like to fix ñsnootyò food for fun, but 

sometimes I just like to sit down with pizza and beer or even a can of baked beans and a few strips of bacon), science fiction 

(especially some of the more modern stuff, like Octavia Butler or Greg Bear), ANYTHING outdoors (right before I move up there to 

be with you, I will be on a camping trip in the California Redwoods with my baby brother), and low-key fitness (I try to walk 12-15 

miles each day). 

5) Religiously, politically, socially, I am a moderately progressive person.  Honestly, Iôm more interested in the basics of Gospel 

preaching and the practice of kindness than I am in whatever issue is ñhotò in any given season.  I have a special passion for mak-

ing sure that everyone knows that theyôre welcome in the spaces where I live, work, serve and lead. 

6) Back on the subject of food for just a moment, since we will probably be sharing plenty of meals over the coming years, I need you 

to know that I am severely allergic to mayonnaise and that, as a diabetic, I scrupulously avoid sugar in all its forms and drastically 

limit my overall carb consumption.  So please donôt be hurt if I turn down your offer of cake or cookies! 

7) Overall, style-wise, Iôm a very low-key, informal person.  A lot of my friends, colleagues and parishioners just call me ñWoodyò, and 

Iôm fine with that.  If you have a personal need to use a formal title with me (ñFatherò), please feel free to do so, but know that I donôt 

expect it of anyone.  You wonôt catch me ñdressed upò very often, either.  I guess Iôm still just a country boy at heart.  By the way, 

Iôm more of a ñdog personò than a ñcat personò, I like to play in the mud (even got my arm broken a few summers ago in a mud-

wrestling mosh pit during a 4th of July BBQ up in the woods with some of my soldier friends from JBLM), and I enjoy trying new 

things.

Father 
gave a wonderful homily. Among the special moments were when he had a 
question-and-answer session with those receiving their First Communion, and 

also when two of Kent Stevensonôs STCA Third Grade music students sang a beautiful song. 
 
As mentioned last week, the King County Eviction Prevention and Rental Assistance Program 
(EPRAP) is open again for registration to assist tenants.  We can forward the link to you.  Please call 
the call center number below.  The moratoriums end this month. Pressure is mounting on govern-
ment entities to extend the moratoriums, but nothing has changed yet.  In any event EPRAP is only 
a partial answer to the rent delinquency problem which is huge.  Most of the help will have to come 
from charitable organizations like us at St. V.  
 
On Monday though, the Seattle City Council did pass three bills that council members said will help 
tenants in various circumstances stay in their homes.  The bills will provide defense against most 
school-year evictions of students and school employees, require landlords to offer lease renewals in 
many cases and prevent certain post-pandemic evictions.  The Council also passed a resolution re-
questing Mayor Durkan and Governor Inslee to ban most evictions through 2021.

Faith Formation 
If you have not had a child receive their First Eucharist at St. Therese, then you are likely una-
ware of some of our specific traditions.  The Archdiocese requires preparation sessions with 
children and their parents in the weeks before their First Eucharist. At St. Therese these ses-
sions culminate in a retreat the day before First Eucharist Sunday.  At the retreat the children 

practice where to stand and how to receive the body and blood of Christ, covering the practicalities, but 
they also spend some time learning about their baptisms.  
 

Eucharist is the second Sacrament of Initiation that most children receive.  In their original inception, 
these two along with Confirmation would have happened all on the same day.  Over the centuries they 
have been spaced out so that we can welcome our children into the community shortly after they are 
born.  As a result, the children donôt remember that first important step and donôt associate the sacra-
ments with each other. Therefore, during the retreat, children decorate candles which we light from the 
Paschal candle just like was done at their baptisms. We touch the water in the font, when it is full, and 
smell the holy chrism that was smeared on their heads when they were anointed priest, prophet, and King 
or Queen. We have a conversation about what it looks like to be a king or queen in the kingdom of God. 
And the one tradition that most of you have likely noticed, the children try on the white albs they will wear 
during Mass the next day. In the Baptism Rite the child is dressed in a new garment and blessed with the 
words ñYou have become a new creation, and have clothed yourself in Christ.  See in this white garment 
the outward sign of your Christian dignity. With your family and friends to help you by word and example, 
bring that dignity unstained into the everlasting life of heaven.ò  By wearing white albs, our community 
children are living this prayer and taking the costume of ñlittle brides and groomsò away from First Eucha-
rist, bringing the focus back to Christôs Light spreading throughout the world.
