Ann and I spent the weekend in Spokane attending the vigil and funeral of her brother, Steve Kuder, SJ.  

Bob Fabing, SJ, perhaps Steveôs longest and dearest Jesuit brother, was there, of course.  Bob founded 
and developed the Jesuit Institute for Family Life, an international network of counseling centers.  Bob 
once stated that the state of families worldwide is the biggest crisis humanity faces. Someone else nomi-
nated global warming. These both, however, are rooted in the same problem: choosing ourselves to be 
our god.  

At the interment, Fr. Pat Lee cited some of Steveôs self-tests along these lines, often for the benefit of 
his brother Jesuits. In particular, there was ñIf you think youôre the greatest Jesuit in the world, youôve 
made God in your own image.ò 

This works equally as well for ñCatholicò, ñChristianò and even ñParishò (to say nothing of ñnationò as 
once again our hubris is showing as we exit Afghanistan). 

One of Steveôs favorite quotes was, ñThe main thing is to know the main thing, and to keep the main 
thing the main thing.ò As we work to re-invigorate our Parish, we will be telling everyone how wonderful 
we are. Let us remember that we are not really the main thing. We need to keep reminding ourselves 
that the main thing to know is that God loves us unconditionally. 

P.S.: ñYou know you have made God in your own image,ò he would warn, ñif you and God have all the

Message to STCA Families sent August 13 
 
Greetings, St. Therese Family! 
 
Happy Feast of the Assumption of Mary into Heaven! 
 
Today, August 15, we celebrate this event in the life of Mary, the Mother of Jesus, and hear the 
words of one of my favorite prayers found in the Bible, The Magnificat. Upon being greeted and af-
firmed by her relative, Elizabeth, Mary offers these words in Luke 1:46-55 to glorify God: 
 

My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord, 
my spirit rejoices in God my Savior; 

for God has looked with favor on his lowly servant. 
From this day all generations will call me blessed: 
the Almighty has done great things for me, 

and holy is Godôs Name. 
God has mercy on those who fear him 

in every generation. 
... has shown the strength of his arm, 

and has scattered the proud in their conceit. 
... has cast down the mighty from their thrones, 

and has lifted up the lowly. 
... has filled the hungry with good things, 
and the rich have been sent away empty. 

God has come to the help of his servant Israel 
for God has remembered his promise of mercy, 

the promise made to our fathers, 
to Abraham and his children forever. 

 
In this canticle (song) of Mary, we hear a lot about her understanding of God, as well as her faith. 
Godôs greatness, mercy, grandeur, preference for the poor, and fidelity are all glorified in Maryôs 
song, yet all we hear about Mary is what God has done for this ñlowly servant.ò Maryôs humility is 
a refreshing model and reminder for all of us today. Our theme this year calls us to be the 
ñLight of the World,ò but not to expect to be glorified when we do so. Rather, like Mary, we are 
called to listen to Godôs invitation and call, respond with open hearts, minds, and unrelent-
ing love, and to give the glory and praise to our God on the occasional moments that we get 
this right!  
 
This prayer of Mary - taken in context - not only glorifies God, but speaks to the revolutionary 
role that Maryôs ñYESò to God began. Jesusô arrival on earth in the Incarnation marked the be-
ginning of something new. This prayer offers us hope. The Magnificat has been banned by govern-
ments during times of revolution and change. Our world and country have no shortage of darkness 
right now - but I pray that we may be hopeful and revolutionary lights by our words and 
deeds, and humble ourselves - like Mary - to be used to glorify God in the days, weeks, 
months, and years ahead.
