On Monday, October 19, the Church celebrates the lives of eight men who gave the ultimate sacrifice to spread
the Gospel in North America before the establishment of the two countries where their blood was shed, the Unit-
ed States and Canada. These heroic French Jesuit and oblate missionaries influenced other missionaries who
made it to the regions of the upper Midwest and Great Lakes, continuing the evangelization of both the native
and immigrant population. There are two shrines dedicated to these martyrs: Our Lady of the Martyrs Shrine in

The first martyr was the lay Jesuit René Goupil on September 29, 1642 in the village of Osserenon (present day
Auriesville). Fr. Isaac Jogues, who had escaped the same village after extensive torture and returned to speak
about his experience in Europe, was back at the same village when he was tomahawked on October 18, 1646.
The lay Jesuit, Jean Lalande, was also tomahawked the following day, October 19, 1646.

Fr. Antony Daniel was killed after celebrating Mass at St. Joseph Mission in present day Midland, Ontario

(Teanaustaye) on July 4,

1648.

tario on March 16, 1649. Fr. Gabriel Lalemant was in the same mission with Fr. de Brébeuf. He, too was tortured
and mutilated, dying the next morning, March 17, 1649. Fr. Charles Garnier was shot and tomahawked to death
on December 7, 1649, at St. Joseph Mission and Fr. Noel Chabanel, trying to flee and save his flock near the
same mission was killed on Dec. 8, 1649, the Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary.
