Dec. 12 – Third Sunday of Advent 
 

Lk 3:10-18: Today’s Gospel continues with the story of John the Bap-
tist as he tells the people what they need to do to be followers of Je-
sus. As they listen, they wonder if he is the Messiah who is to come. 

John quickly tells them that “one mightier than I is coming.”

Repentance 

Repentance is reviewing one's actions and feeling contrition or regret for past wrongs, which is accompanied by 

commitment to and actual actions that show and prove a change for the better. In modern times, it is generally 

seen as involving a commitment to personal change and the resolve to live a more responsible and humane life. In 

other words, being sorry for one's misdeeds. It can also involve sorrow over a specific sin or series of sins that an 

individual feels guilt over, or conviction that they have committed. It often involves an act of confession to God or 

to a priest. This confession might include an admission of guilt, a promise or intent not to repeat the offense, an 

attempt to make restitution for the wrong, or in some way reverse the harmful effects of the wrong where possi-

ble.
