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PASTOR NOTES ..

On May 1st Steven Weller, a seminarian from St.
Florian will be ordained a transitional deacon at
the cathedral in La Crosse at 10:00 am. This is a
very big day for Steven. After spending eight
years in the seminary system learning and
growing spiritually, our diocese has approved him
to be ordained to the deaconate. The transitional
deaconate is the major step before ordination to
the priesthood. After getting to know Steven over the last six and a
half years I'm grateful to see him answer God'’s call.

Like baptism and confirmation, the person being ordained receives
an indelible mark on his soul. The deacon receives God’s grace to
carry out the ministry the bishop appoints him to. As a deacon
Steven will be able to administer the sacrament of baptism and
witness the sacrament of marriage. Steven will be able to read the
Gospel at Mass, preach, and prepare the altar for the priest.

During the ordination ceremony after the bishop’s homily Steven
will make the vow of celibacy. This means he is making the promise
not to get married, and chastity is implied in the promise of
celibacy. Steven then promises to carry out the office of deacon
humbly. He will promise to teach the one true Catholic and
apostolic faith. He also makes the promise to pray, specifically to
pray the liturgy of the hours every day. He will then make the vow
of obedience to our bishop and his successors.

Steven will then lay face down before the altar while the litany of
saints is chanted. This is a very spiritual moment where the saints
are named and asked to pray for him. After that he will kneel before
the bishop for the laying on of hands. This is when ordination
happens. The bishop silently lays both hands on top of his head.
This comes from the apostles. Saint Paul references the laying on of
hands for ordination twice in his letters. This is followed by the
prayer of consecration where the bishop calls down the grace of
God upon the newly ordained so they can grow in virtue and
perform their ministry to the church humbly. The newly ordained
deacons are then are vested in their liturgical vestments (stole &
dalmatic) by a priest they asked to do this. I'm honored Steven
asked me to vest him. Lastly the bishop presents Steven the book of
the Gospels. The bishop says, “Believe what you read, teach what
you believe, and practice what you teach.” We then have the liturgy
of the Eucharist.

[ wanted to write a little about ordination to the transitional
deaconate because this is one of our church’s beautiful liturgies that
not many people have seen. People can attend Steven’s ordination
in La Crosse, but there is limited seating. We will be having a Mass
of Thanksgiving for Steven’s ordination May 2nd at 11:45 am at

St. Florian followed by a luncheon in the church basement. Please
join me in praying for Steven as he approaches God’s altar for
ordination to the transitional deaconate.

I will be live streaming Steven’s Mass of Thanksgiving May 2nd at
11:45 am. You can watch this on Facebook where I live stream all of
the Masses.

__ORNERSTONE

GOSPEL MEDITATION
Encourage Deeper Understanding of Scripture

Any builder worth his or her salt knows the value and importance of a cornerstone,
Properly laying and securing this primary unit determines how the rest of the project
unfolds and its success. Cornerstones are necessary elernents not only of buildings
but of lives as well. Many human beings conduct the business of their lves paying little
attention to a grounding reference or starting point. Hence, what unfolds is a tapestry
of relativism, with few anchors or guideposts and many impulsive cheices. Some
cansider kove 1o be their comerstone. While this may sound attractive and useful, the
pursuit of love without a simultaneocus pursuit of its source can be shallow and self-
focused. Just because a person chooses to do no harm and love others does not mean
that they are living in truth and properly anchored to the real cornerstone,

lesus is the true and authentic cornerstone and shepherd. It is only in following

the Risen One as the way, the truth, and the life that we can move from being well
grounded ethical people to properly focused maral anes, Proper conduct, a true
sense of justice, wisdom, virtue, moral principles, faith, hope, and love will be difficult
to find unless we listen to the right Voice. It is when we leam to listen to the voice of
God that we begin our journey on the road to salvation, It is only the Good Shepherd,
the authentic and solid cornerstone, who can guide us through life's questions and
challenges and bring us to the safe and proper pasture.

A person's life onby has meaning when the cornerstone is properly selected and set,
Linderstanding themselves only as random acts of creation, existing without intent
or purpose, will color their choices and influence their decisions, The foundation of
their lives will be simply a matter of preference and choice, leaving benchmarks of
growth and higher ideals optional to pursue, Whereas people who believe that they
are fashioned and loved into existence by a God who purposely made them, have
this incredible unconditional relationship at their source which has tremendaous
significance, Their allegiance is not to themselves but to their Creator, Life, then, is an
adventure in search of this Creator God and a journey of self-discovery that seeks to
unite their will to His, There is a cost. We have to give up our life in order to gain our
life. As iranic as that sounds, it is true. It is onby when we finally figure this out that
the true cornerstone of our lives will be properly laid and we can, with God's help, et
about the business of properly constructing a ternple that endures.
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
